To reveal the Soundtrack area above the timeline you click and drag on the double-thick line
above the Timeline to expand the Soundtrack area (and another optional area called Timeline
Notes above that if you want to use it , but that's another topic ...) -

icon 4 and select "Load Sound Track” . When the file directory opens navigate to the
soundtrack (.wav file or .mp3 file) that you want to load and select it .
