Part of the Office of Naval Research's initiative, "Recruiting
the Next Generation of Naval Architects," this program
teaches students how to build an underwater robot (called a
Sea Perch), how to build a propulsion system, how to de-
velop a controller, and how to investigate weight and buoy-
ancy.
