If accepted to the
program, DSF apprentices will work directly with a computer technician or
digital media support specialist providing direct support to the School Dis-
trict of Philadelphia. They will learn the I.T. field from the “inside-out”! A
Digital Service Fellow can qualify for a monetary educational award, benefit
from real-life experience in the I.T. field, and can qualify to move on to the
Computer Support Specialist Program to increase their knowledge and ex-
petience before moving on to a rewarding career . “(This) project has re-
