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There have been many new advances in the computing field in recent times. Web 2.0 and Cloud 
Computing are two such areas that are beginning to significantly impact how we develop, 
deploy and use computer applications. Web 2.0 has changed the World Wide Web from the 
original traditional publishing model of information into a collaborative information creation 
model. Today people are extensively using some of the Web 2.0 applications such as Wikipedia, 
YouTube and Twitter to create and share information. Cloud Computing presents a new way of 
deploying applications. Today we can get Infrastructure as a Service (IaaS), Platform as a Service 
(PaaS) or Software as a Service (SaaS). There are elastic clouds where memory and processing 
power get allocated based on computing resources required at the time. 

In this seminar I will present an overview of Web 2.0 and Cloud Computing, show some 
examples of these in use and discus the impact these will have in the way we will create and 
share information and the way we will be hosting computing applications.
