If you decide a text will be useful, be sure to record the
bibliographic information (Works Cited) NOW!

NEXT. . .

read,
view or
listen to identify words or phrases to record.

THEN. . .

dot-jot onto your organizer (or lined paper),
sketch onto your organizer.

If you have a printout that you are allowed to mark, use
a highlighter to identify important ideas. THEN...dot-jot!
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
