Omnigraffle as a tool for manipulating information, taking notes, and organizing ideas.
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Students were given the
omnigraffle document
and asked to sort the
random thoughts and
place them on the
appropriate slide

dependent on topic.
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The four themes were
analyzed with respect to
these 3 ideas

Finally the broad topics were put
into context as the students took
notes on these 2 ideas.

Using omnigraffle the teacher was able to allow the students to work through ideas, manipulate
information, discuss core concepts and model the philosophy of existentialism.
