U.S. Department of Education
released these findings com-
paring 1500 random Upward
Bound students against a con-
trol group: Upward Bound stu-
dents were: 50 % more likely to
attain a bachelor’s degree; 19%

more likely to attain any postsec-

ondary degree or credential,

22% more likely to apply for
financial aid.

TRIO programs were cre-
ated to advance the ideal of
equal opportunity in post-
secondary education. Up-
ward Bound at ESU was
established in 1974 to insti-
tutionalize and realize this
goal by putting into practice
the belief that all students
regardless of socio-economic
background can achieve

academic success in uni-
versities when provided
with the appropriate sup-
port system.
