What flora and fauna exist there?

Who is atop the food chain? at the base?

What are the common abiotic factors?

What are the characteristics of the flora and fauna? What specific adaptations allow the
species to thrive in this environment?

How do flora and fauna interact with all the abiotic factors?

How are humans affecting the environment? (fishing, recreation, pollution, etc.)

Where do these ecosystems occur on Earth?
