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Yes... Maybe... Sort of ...

Professional development for teachers should focus on helping teachers develop
their own Life-Long-Learning Toolbelt regardless of what every district has on their
professional development agenda. The greatest characteristic that a teacher can
have is a desire to learn themselves. While teachers can and will continue to learn in
traditional ways 7, education as a whole will not implement technology well until
teaching as a profession embraces technology as more than a tool & to be pulled

out at a time of need for a task at hand.

My Life-Long-Learning toolbelt includes 5 essential tools (not company or site
specific ) that would help every educator with the process of becoming a life-
long-learner &'. Most newcomers to the power of technology for education talk
about a sense of being overwhelmed, the difficulty of determining where to start,
and a steep learning curve once they decide to learn more. Instead of focusing
professional development experiences on the "cool" new tool or "buzz" word that
gets forgotten easily, walk through the following five steps that focus on "learning

how to learn".

1. Step One - Researching = Techniques for finding like minded professionals
and information for directly impacting your school or classroom work.
(Advanced Search Techniques)

2. Step Two - Reading = Collect your resources and research into a
personalized center of knowledge that is virtual, timely, clean, and
collaborative. (Feed Readers)

3. Step Three - Archiving = Take your resources with you and begin to share
with your colleagues to create a personalized and vetted search engine.
(Social Bookmarking)

4. Step Four - Writing = Reflect on your learning and join the discussion by
adding your thoughts and expertise into the collective knowledge base for all
to see, discuss, and critique. (Blog Writing)

5. Step Five - Conversing = Move your learning away from a limited traditional

learning network into a multifaceted professional learning network. (Social
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Networking)

Much of the previous is not necessarily unique or completely original as my
thoughts have been molded by 14 years of classroom teaching, the experience of
working with some amazing educators, countless professional development
experiences and a vast array of virtual learning experiences from the experts in the
tech ed field.

My experience says that these types of professional development experiences tend
to draw smaller crowds at conferences vs. learning experiences based on indvidual
tools. Is that true? If so, why?

Do teachers eveen need a toolbelt like this? If and when one accepts that every
teacher does need a Life-Long-Learning Toolbelt, than we need to answer some

more questions!

= Are there specific tools that set themselves apart?
= Is my toolbelt missing anything?

= |s it the proper toolbelt?

= Do administrators need their own toolbelt?

Is technology about the tools? Part 2 will focus on why specific tools set themselves
apart and how it is about the tool!
