8 is the imprisonment or
confinement of people during wartime. The
Oxford English Dictionary (1989) gives the
meaning as "The action of ‘interning’;
confinement within the limits of a country or
place".

United States, Canada and Latin America.

e Aliens, Naturalized Citizens, and/or Native Born
Citizens.



Japanese Internment

Issei =Japanese Aliens, 1t
Generation. 55-65 years old

Nisei = Americans born to Japanese
parents, 279 generation.

Educated in the US. 1-30 years old.
Very little threat, loyal to U.S.

Kibei — American born who received

part or all of their education in Japan.

Considered the most dangerous
element.

Sansei = 3’4 Generation of Japanese.
Typically a baby. No threat.

Executive Order 9066 authorizes the

establishment of camps in 1942.

Canadian internment begins with
the War Measures Act (Orders-in-
Council) in 1942.

Japanese Canadians from British
Columbia, 22,000, are moved to
the interior of Canadian.

Once in the relocation camps the
detainees could leave if they had
permission.

Internment ends in 1947 (1946).
