 Students will explain how Jim Crow laws 
circumvented the intent and meaning of the 
Thirteenth, Fourteenth, and Fifteenth 
Amendments. 

 Students will analyze and/or explain the various 
components of Jim Crow legislation and their 
effects on Southern minorities. 

 Students will identify settlement patterns in the 
American West, the reservation system, and/or 
the tribulations of the Native Americans from 
1865–90. 

 Items may assess short- and/or long-term 
consequences of the Civil War. 

 Items referring to Jim Crow laws may include the 
Black Codes, the Nadir, sharecropping, debt 
peonage, and the loss of suffrage. 

Items referring to the causes and consequences of the Civil War or 
Reconstruction are limited to addressing broader social, political, and 
economic issues.
