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What is ?

» Meetup.com is an online social networking portal that
facilitates offline group meetings in various localities
around the world— in fact, it’s the world’s largest
network of local groups.

» Meetup allows members to find and join groups unified
by a common interest, such as politics, books, games,
movies, health, pets, careers or hobbies.

» Users enter their ZIP code or their city and the topic
they want to meet about, and the website helps them
arrange a place and time to meet.




Origins

» CEO Scott Heiferman created Meetup in 2002, after
being struck by the way people in New York connected
with each other after 9/11.

» In early 2003, Democratic hopeful Howard Dean attended a NYC
Meetup, where 300 supporters were waiting to meet him.

»  Meetup quickly became the engine of Dean’s campaign.

»  When they began, the leading Meetup Group was for witches—
with 15,000 members. The Dean Group had 3,000.

» By November 2003, three thousand passionate Dean Meetup
members had turned into 140,000—and helped raise $15MM
(mostly small donations)—setting (a then) one-quarter record for a Democratic candidate
in a presidential race.

»  “We fell into this by accident. | wish | could tell you we were smart enough to figure this out.
But the community taught us. They seized the initiative through Meetup. They built our
organization for us before we had an organization.” Howard Dean
