Dividing Rules ( Middle School) 

POSITIVE ÷ POSITIVE = POSITIVE

POSITIVE ÷ NEGATIVE = NEGATIVE

NEGATIVE ÷ POSITIVE = NEGATIVE

NEGATIVE ÷ NEGATIVE = POSITIVE

14 ÷ 2 = 

36 ÷ (- 4)  = 

- 18 ÷ 3  = 

- 4 ÷ (-2)  =

Dividing Rules ( HIGH School) 

EVEN NUMBER OF NEGATIVES = POSITIVE

(-24) ÷ (-8) ÷ (-3) ÷ (-1)  = 

Since there are four negative 
numbers then the answer is 
positive.
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Dividing Rules ( HIGH School) 

ODD NUMBER OF NEGATIVES = NEGATIVE

(-21) ÷ (-7) ÷ (-3)   = 

Since there are three negative 
numbers then the answer is 
negative

- 16 ÷ (-2) = (-6) ÷ (-3) ÷ (-2) ÷ (-1) =

( -18) ÷ (-3) ÷ (-2) = (-28) ÷ (-7) ÷ (-2) =
