FOR A COMPROMISE SOLUTION TO THE KOSOVO PROBLEM

The complex Kosovo and Metohija issue, which dates from the period of the
Ottoman Empire, today still represents the main stumbling block in Serbi-
an-Albanian relations. The so-called self-proclaimed independence of the
“Republic of Kosovo” and its recognition by the major Western powers and
more than 100 countries have further contributed to complicate this prob-
lem. Regarding official Serbia, the area of Kosovo and Metohija is still, formal-
ly and legally, part of its country as a whole, while in terms of Albanian peo-
ple, Kosovo and Metohija is an independent state. How can these two diamet-
rically opposing viewpoints be reconciled? How can historical rights of Serbs
and the present ethnic right of Arbanasi to this territory be simultaneously
satisfied?

SHAKESPEARE AND GLOBALIZATION

During the time, Shakespeare’s plays have found their way from the Globe
to the global stage. From the local and the national, he quickly became the
world’s writer. Following the dissemination and the reception of his work in
different countries, we can distinguish the intertwining of cultures. The dif-
ferent national groups in the different historical time adjust Shakespeare to
their own national identity, but they also adjust themselves to the aesthetic
and the axiological substance of his work. Some of Shakespeare’s plays were
sometimes used even for the ideological purposes by the certain political or
religious groups. Shakespeare is the global writer today and his plays are be-

yond the limits of a specific language or territory because of their universal
values and themes. We can find in his plays the main issues that modern glo-
balization gives rise to: economic aspects, religious conflicts, gender
(in)equality, power of the imperialist regimes, confrontation between East
and West, but also breaking down the barriers and others. Shakespeare was
aware of such problems because he lived in the Renaissance England, which,
as an imperialistic force eager to dominate, was already connected to all the
continents by trading and was, therefore, a multidimensional and more fluid
in the intertwining of cultures than it was perceived. Renaissance England
was also the scene of the inter-religious conflicts that have strongly influ-
enced the shaping of the man of the time. The great writer could not be im-
mune to the influences of the foreign cultures and customs, as well as to the
implications of the world’s historical and religious conflicts. This paper will
point to the influences that different cultures had on Shakespeare’s plays, but
it will also deal with the way his plays were accepted and adopted in the for-
eign cultures. The paper will then point to the certain problems of globaliza-
tion, which Shakespeare prophetically presented in his plays.

THE GLOBAL AND THE GLOCAL IN SERBIAN EDUCATION
— GLOBAL AND (OR) NATIONAL INTEREST

One of the key roles of education, from its beginnings until the present day,
is the construction and preservation of national identity. Transition, as a
by-product of globalization, as a flood, turbid and dangerous, changes all seg-
ments of Serbian society and education too. Affected by this flood, without a
clear compass and a clear strategy, education has fallen into the clutches of fi-
nancial policy and big business. Instead of enabling humanity to reasonably
manage its resources and its future, to be the “key policy of future”
(Nietzsche), education is being used in function of corporate capital. The most
important question for any responsible education policy is to define the na-
tional interest in education, namely the way to adapt it to the global, while
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maintaining authentically national. Therefore, how should we think globally
(in education) and act nationally? The answer to this question, what kind of
education we want, firstly requires the answer to the question what kind of
society we want - man-oriented Serbian society or corporate capital-orient-
ed? On that account, what should be the educational ideal of our educational
system? Is it a value system based on normative consumerism, hedonism and
egoism, in a word, on consumer lifestyle “I spend, therefore lam” or is it a val-
ue system based on the Orthodox (Vidovdan) ethics which fosters the love of
the homeland and where love, willingness to sacrifice, solidarity and hones-
ty are promoted? Domination of global in all spheres of life, including educa-
tion, through the imposition of transnational standards suppresses the au-
tonomy of national education and undermines centuries-old national-educa-
tional ideal. Thus, in times when the ideology of globalism undermines the
national and promotes international, when patriotic values fade, when there
are more and more of those (“unpatriotic people*) who glorify and appreciate
more foreign interests and values than national ones, patriotic education
gains particular significance.

GLOBALISM AND THE FURTHER DESTRUCTION
OF SPIRITUAL UNITY OF THE SERBS — GLOBALISTS
AND COMMUNISTS TOWARDS THE SAME GOAL

For the constitution of a nation, beside natural factors, territories, and nat-
ural and social ones, people and institutions they create, the value framework
(value consensus as Durkheim would say) is the most important. These com-
mon values, beliefs and symbols, as well as the spiritual unity of the nation
which emerged from the depth of peoples’ being that expresses that very be-
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ing in the best way (metaphysics of nation - Hegel), provide legitimate and
widely accepted model of maintaining the community as the free one. When
a nation loses (or when someone destroys) spiritual unity, it loses its own
standards and values and then easily accepts the others as their own. Why
doesn’t Serbian nation have unique national criteria today? The spiritual uni-
ty of the Serbian nation has repeatedly been shattered into pieces and in dif-
ferent ways, through a series of discontinuities that occurred in its historical
continuance. Due to systematic repression of St. Sava Orthodox spirituality,
first by communist atheism and then by mondial internationalism, Serbian
nation has been losing and continues to lose its value framework and orienta-
tion. The destruction of St. Sava — Vidovdan spirituality led to the loss of the
fundamental roots of identity, to the collapse of the national consciousness,
in a word, to losing of its soul. The purpose of this paper is to show harmful
effects of the communist secularization, which has been systematically de-
stroying the most essential characteristic of Serbian nation — the Orthodox
(St. Sava) one, but also to point out that today's new mondialism is still de-
stroying the spirituality of Serbian nation (they have the same task and the
same goal) with the new utopia and, finally, to answer the question whether
Serbian nation can return to St. Sava Orthodox identity, is it too late now?

MEDIA MONOPOLIES IN THE CONTEMPORARY SYSTEM
OF GLOBAL POWER

The media have represented, since their beginnings till the present day, a
mirror of political, economic, social, security and other relations in the socie-
ty. Once their power was understood, many individuals as well as many insti-
tutions, such as the World and other banks, investment funds, security agen-
cies, non-governmental organizations etc., have entered media ownership
structures. The tendency that can be noticed in the last decades is their inte-
gration.

The formation of media monopolies both on the world and domestic scenes
has redefined traditional understanding of the rationale for media existence
that ranged from meeting the needs for information, through education to
population entertainment. The united media have changed the contents and
editing policy transforming themselves into exclusive interpreters and de-
fenders of truths. The media of today have become representatives of big
business as well as the means for imposing the globalizing power.

This paper represents analysis of the newly-created situation on the world
media stage, while devoting special attention to the attempts to form the
so-called media Entente, which, in fact, represents a reaction to the increase
of role and influence that Russian media are gaining in the world, as well as to
the situation in Serbia in which there is an unallowed concentration of na-
tional broadcasters (TV Prva and RTV B92). Having in mind that media mo-
nopolies should be opposed to and that globalization does not necessarily im-
ply absence of alternatives, the authors point to the need for anti-monopoly
actions on the part of self-regulation professional bodies of journalists, as also
to a determined reaction of the state which has to defend itself against the
abuse of media power.

MIGRATIONS OF SERBS FROM KRAJINA AND CROATIA
FROM 1941 TO 1995 AS A FORM OF ETHNIC CLEANSING
IN FUNCTION OF CREATING AN ETHNICALLY PURE
INDEPENDENT CROATIAN STATE

Migrations of Serbs from Krajina and Croatia from their ancestral homes to
the mother country Serbia and other Serbian states, in the period from 1941
to 1995, were conditioned by various causes. They all had the same goal — the
migration of Serbs from their ancestral homes in Krajina and Croatia and the
creation of ethnically pure independent Croatian state.

For this purpose, Croats in this period of time performed eleven ethnic
cleansing of Serbs from their ancestral homes. The first ethnic cleansing was
carried out in the ISC during 1941-1945, so-called Independent State of Croa-
tia (ISC) during WW2, and the eleventh one was in 1995, when the so-called
Croatian army carried out the operation Storm and thus committed the larg-
est ethnic cleansing since the Second World War, expelling over 300.000 Serbs
from Krajina and Croatia.

That was a real forced migration of Serbs. Croatia achieved its century-old
dream - the creation of the independent Croatian state with no Serbs since
they were reduced to only 2%.

Even nowadays Croatia is stimulating the migration of ,,the rest of the re-
mains of slaughtered Serbian people” in many ways, which will realize its
dream — Croatia with no Serbs. The nation that creates its own state on the
bones of another nation cannot be long-lived, even if it is called Croatia.

CONFLICTS IN SERBIAN
EU INTEGRATION PROCESSES

This paper discusses the conflicts in relations between Serbia and the Euro-
pean Union, as well as in the relations between Serbia and some individual
Member States of the EU, that arise in the process of Serbian accession to the
EU, as well as to other European associations. They are expressed through:
conflicts of different interests, the asymmetrical relationship of the EU to-
wards Serbia, different perceptions and notions of reality in Serbia, the fight
for the recognition and preservation of the identity of Serbia and its territori-
al integrity, the value system and other cultural factors. These conflicts are
manifested in many issues and they can be, with reservations, classified into
two groups. The first group consists of conflicts arising from the consequenc-
es of the breakup of Yugoslavia and asymmetric conditions and standards for
the admission of Serbia to the EU, such as cooperation with the Hague Tribu-
nal and ,,progress in the normalization of relations with Kosovo*, and then
the issues of political stabilization and improvement of regional cooperation.
The second group presents the conflicts regarding the understanding and im-
plementation of the standards for admission to the EU, in particular the har-
monization of the foreign and security policies of Serbia with the EU policies.
In this context, other issues that promote conflict and Euroscepticism in Ser-
bia are also considered: the attitude of the citizens and the resistance of vari-
ous political associations and interest groups in Serbia towards its EU integra-
tion; the current processes within the EU, such as Brexit and various initia-
tives to reorganize the EU; strengthening of conservatism, nationalism and
separatism in Europe and the like. Therefore, Serbia’s journey on the path to-
wards the EU membership, as well as towards other European associations, on
that basis, has been rather complicated by the very uncertain outcome and
the conflict situations that are even more certain to happen.

BORDERS AS A POINT OF CONFRONTATION

In recent years we witnessed big changes and re-establishing the topics of
borders, not only in Europe through the cases of migrant crisis and Brexit, but
also in the United States in the context of presidential election. In geopolitical

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landscape the doubts about the value of globalization emerged, where one of
its main features is the absence of borders. The dilemmas have gained signif-
icant publicity in the Serbian media taking the covers of daily newspapers and
pervading various attitudes through the confrontation of global and national
— from xenophobic and stereotypical feelings to the sense of empathy and ap-
provals.

By using quantitative and qualitative content analysis of front pages, as
something that is a mirror of editorial policy, during 2016 and the first quar-
ter of 2017, the aim of this paper is to determine and show ways in which the
borders as a topic were represented in the daily newspapers in Serbia. Despite
the development of new technologies, the press still has an important role in
guiding society. Because of that fact, we can track trends, dominant cultural
patterns as well as values through the analysis of such contents.

REFRACTION OF THE GLOBALIZATION PROCESS
IN KOSOVO AND METOHIJA — THE BEGINNINGS
OF INTERNATIONALIZATION
OF A FROZEN ETHNIC CONFLICT

In this paper we will show the ways that internationalization of inter-eth-
nic conflict between Serbs and Albanians in Kosovo and Metohija took during
eighties of the twentieth century. Namely, the antagonism of the both ethnic
groups was demonstrated in specific socio-political framework that was insti-
tutionalized by the Constitution from 1974. In this way, the jurisdiction of the
conflict between Serbs and Albanians settlement was carried out through the
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three levels of government; firstly through the jurisdiction of the political in-
stitutions of SAP Kosovo, which by the above mentioned Constitution re-
ceived the elements of statehood. Then, especially from the second half of the
eighties of the twentieth century, through the engagement of the political
elite of the SR Serbia. The third level of political interest in this inter-ethnic
conflict included the highest authorities of SFRY. Therefore, the role of medi-
ators was passed from the provincial through republican to the federal polit-
ical leadership. The mediation process was taking place, of course, in the re-
verse order, depending on the degree of severity of the antagonism of oppos-
ing sides. Also, as an alternative to political institutions which were naturally
interested in the resolution of inter-ethnic conflict between Serbs and Alba-
nians in Kosovo and Metohija, the activity of the intellectual elite appears,
first in SR Serbia, and then in the other republics of SFRY. On the other hand,
the Albanian side, knowing that, although being in a favourable political
framework that resulted from the 1974 Constitution, can’t emerge as the
,winner*, aims to further internationalize the realization of their own inter-
ests, and those interests are making the Republic of Kosovo outside the frame-
work of SFRY. The internationalization of the problem meant to animate the
political elite and the public of some countries of Western Europe and the
United States. All this occurs simultaneously with the start of the globaliza-
tion process in the world that have already became visible from this period in
the sphere of economy, politics and culture.

BREXIT AND THE NEW IMAGE OF EU CORPORATE WORLD

The United Kingdom has emerged as one of the leading EU countries in the
area of business law - during the formation of the company due to the lack of
minimum capital requirements, as well as during the cessation of companies
due to a large number of available options for financially distressed compa-
nies. These advantages have used many companies in the EU. The process of
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withdrawal of UK from the EU membership has raised the issue how this will
affect the position of companies who have used benefits of the British legal re-
gime and how will the image of thenew corporate world in the EU further de-
velop. This is especially important for the issues of freedom of establishment
and for the insolvency procedures i.e. the application of Regulation on insol-
vency proceedings. The answer depends on the manner in which Brexit will
be performed. The theory has developed three possible models: “hard Brexit”
(UK leaves without any further agreement beyond WTO agreements), “soft
Brexit” (UK remains in the single market through EFTA and EEA member-
ship), or bilateral agreement between UK and EU countries.

GLOBALIZATION AND GLOCALIZATION
OF CAPITAL ACCUMULATION VS. GLOBALIZATION AND
GLOCALIZATION OF HUMAN CAPACITIES DEVELOPMENT

One of the main characteristics of globalization and local adaptation of the
capital accumulation is the hierarchical system of national states whose rul-
ing fractions of the bourgeoisie are differentially capable to defend the bor-
ders of their own national markets of merchandises, capital and labour and to
invade and make porous such borders of other societies organized in nation
states. Expansionist bourgeoisies often use the golden principle of imperial
domination — first to divide and then to rule over subjected population,
robed of its sovereignty. Implementation of this imperial rule by the world
ruling class of financial oligarchy is the easiest in circumstances when occu-
pied population has long historical heritage of conflicts between indigenous
ethnic and confessional groups occupying unequal places and roles in local
and global class division of labour.

One of the main characteristics of potential globalization and local adapta-
tion of the social development of human capacities is egalitarian system of lo-
cal, regional and global communes of freely associated simultaneous produc-
ers and consumers, who overcame borders created and maintained through a
class division of labour. The overcoming of class division of labour is based in
the reintegration of the ruling and executing work functions and recupera-
tion of lost sovereignty of each society member. Ethnic and confessional di-
versity of population in such social circumstances becomes an asset and not
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any more the instrument of domination of the ruling class minority over ex-
ploited and oppressed majority.

ROME IN CONQUERED AREAS

The problem of globalization is not only economic and financial, but also
implies the creation of an appropriate world order in the broadest sense of
the word. It asks for the question which a supreme values stands behind it
and who is responsible for their protection. Who ultimately solve the world’s
most important processes? Conditionally speaking, the process of globaliza-
tion has some historical counterparts. With regard to the subject of confer-
ence, it seems to be interesting and appropriate to see in what way time dis-
tant empire was establishing its dominance. It is the Roman Empire. Some
events from its rich political practice still are an inspiration or warning for
current political subjects. Some decisions by the empire made represent di-
viders of political developments today. Importance of ancient Roman law for
European legal tradition is unquestionable and immeasurable. In any way,
human nature does not change and the important historical events surprising
by its actuality. Those are, it would seem, the classic political and organiza-

tional issues. The conquests were not the only skills that the Romans were
possessed. They were able to restraint what they won. It will be displayed le-
gal mechanisms that served for management in the conquered territories. Re-
public was replaced by the Imperial rule. This was followed by the heavy reli-
ance on military force. The civil administration of the conquered territories
was adjusted to new situation. The administration in the provinces became
more centralize and more regulated. Especially if we take into account the fi-
nancial interests of the empire. Above all the imperial government was more
interested in the control of major, not only political processes, but also reli-
gious and cultural, in the provinces. Using Romanization, Rome had glo-
balized its power. It is known that political precedents are created the first,
and then it receive the legal form. Therefore, we cannot say, as do many re-
searchers that the Roman control in the conquered territories was of indirect
nature. Romans are based on local elite in these areas, but local elite had been
legally obliged to undertake authority and responsibility. This resulted in the
strengthening of smaller decision-making body in contrast to the wider col-
lective and democratic government (though there is no true democracy in a
slaveholding society). However, this process overtakes Rome itself. When Ro-
man Republic came down from the stage methods of domination altered or
added and emerged an imperial methods. The main goals were the same.
Rome was required unquestionable, stable and efficient power. This stability
was not always meant peace for the defeated.

But he points out that while eter-
nal longing of man that in society all are equal, to abolish class, social and oth-
er differences among people, can in reality become the equality in slavery, in-
stead of equality in freedom. Regarding this, he talks about the tyranny of the
majority, the tyranny of public opinion and the omnipotence of state power,
and the power of the Empire. Civil society that is desired is a society in which
all members have the greatest possible freedom and which will be managed
according to the general cosmopolitan law, which will most accurately deter-
mine and ensure the limits of that freedom that it could exist with the free-
dom of others. When you already know that it is ideal that need to be
achieved, the question is why is it so difficult to construct a social order which
will operate on the principles of freedom, equality, solidarity, justice, fair-
ness, tolerance and non-violence? Instead of that, it is created the order in
which one of the states with his power seeks to surpass all others and that
those under its power rates in the universal monarchy. And so the people turn
into a flock of timid animals, whose shepherd is Empire. The modern man
lives in the illusion that he knows what he wants, when in fact he wants what
is expected of him to want. An individual stops to be an individual; it fully
adopts the kind of person what he provide cultural patterns; he therefore be-
comes exactly as everyone else, and what, in their expectation, it should be.
Modern man does not possess identity. His personally I, devoid of I, is nothing
but a reflection of what others expect him to be; He is exactly as others want.
Man dampens and doubt in their own identity and acquire a certain security
of assimilating the others’ expectations and not differentiating from other
people. However, the price paid is high. Modern man is hungry for life, hun-
gry for freedom. Instead in the freedom, the majority of people is equale in
slavery.

WOMEN IN SERBIAN ARCHITECTURE
IN THE CONTEXT OF GLOBALIZATION

In the first half of the 20th century the women architects in Serbia also won
their place among the highly educated professionals. Considering the in-
creased number of women in the architectural profession in Serbia, the indi-
cators of the increase of the general social mobility and of the women’s eman-
cipation were observed. The process of women’s emancipations was reflected
through the equality in the field of labour, greater gender equality, participa-
tion of women in economic and public life, as well as in the important issue of
equalization of women and men when the right to vote, civil equality and
right to inherit property were concerned. After obtaining the right to vote,
the women could equally apply for a job, although it was only a declarative
equality, while the practice was significantly different. This was the time
when more men then women were engaged in architectural design because
architecture, as a job, was bringing a solid income and social recognition
what, as a rule, was only intended for men, even in the mixed architectural
teams. Furthermore architecture implied a great responsibility for the used
social resources, what was not easily left to women.

The paper is dealing with the position and role of women in Serbian archi-
tecture since the end of the Second World War until today, and with the sta-
tistics concerning significant differences in number of women graduating ar-
chitecture on one and in practice on the other hand, with the intention that —
through the prism concerning significance of the local architecture designed
by women architects — perceive and position Serbia within the context of
global development in this field of work.

TABLOIDIZATION OF PRESS IN SERBIA

The beginning of 21st century was characterized by a growing number of
tabloids both around the world and in Serbia, so this century can almost be la-
beled the century of tabloid journalism. This phenomenon was mainly trig-
gered by commercial reasons, but we cannot neglect the trend of a lack of ac-
countability for publicly spoken words. In the past ten years in Serbia, tab-
loids were generally initiated as a section of the daily newsletters, and their
huge circulation seems to be able to confirm the hypothesis that democracy is
much more stimulating for tabloid press than for serious press. For Giddens,
globalization has deeper roots in the past, “the term globalization has come
from nowhere to be everywhere” (Giddens). When it comes to media, globali-
zation process itself has helped tabloidization to expand and take root.

For the purpose of this paper, the authors will take five daily newspapers:
Politika, Blic, Danas, Kurir and Informer and use quantitative and qualitative
analysis to identify tabloid headlines and news with the elements of tabloidi-
zation.

Neoliberal ideology that accompanies the process of globalization, with the
aim of creating the global market where the conditions for free and unimped-
ed flow of capital, people, and all kinds of goods and services should be creat-
ed, made important and radical changes in all spheres of human life. One of
significant consequences of contemporary processes of globalization is the
creation of the “risk society”. Economically underdeveloped countries and
countries with the socialist social system, whose economy is based on public
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ownership and planned economy, have had particularly bad experience, as is
the case for Serbia. In order to join modern and developed countries, Serbia
had to begin the process of post-socialist transition. Unfortunately, Serbia
had to respond this challenge in the most unfavourable moment, in the peri-
od when the process of disintegration of Yugoslavia and the civil war began,
when economic sanctions were imposed against Serbia, and Albanian terror-
ism and separatism culminated in Kosovo and Metohija causing NATO bomb-
ing in 1999, as well as the forcible separation of the province of Kosovo and
Metohija and its administration under UNMIK and KFOR. All these processes
have negatively reflected on the life and social status of youth in Serbia, with
a particular emphasis on youth in Kosovo and Metohija, who are faced with
despair and the lack of perspective because of the impossibility of providing
employment opportunities. The aim of this paper is to present the social sta-
tus and increase in unemployment and poverty of youth in Kosovska Mitrovi-
ca, which, as a result of these processes, was turned from a typical industrial
town into a deindustrialized environment with no future for young citizens.

WARNING SIGNS REGARDING A FROZEN CONFLICT IN BALKAN

In this paper its author made an attempt to warn academics as well as the
world military, economic and political power centres of the threat of escala-
tion of violence by Albanians’ separatist terrorist movement in the Balkan
Peninsula. There is a realistic possibility of unfreezing of the frozen conflict in
the region of Kosovo and Metohija and of the emergence of random violence
that can affect a great part of the Balkan Peninsula. The frozen conflict is a sit-
uation in which the conflict seems to be over, but in which neither the peace
treaty nor any other political framework leads to a lasting peaceful solution
of the conflict between some two warring sides. Latest academic analysis have
shown that the Albanians would not be satisfied with the secession of Kosovo
and Metohija from Serbia and that in a first phase they will attempt to create
“Great Kosova”. This is possible because of the fact in recent history there
have been publicly expressed the aspirations of the Albanians living in Koso-
vo and Metohija in direction of: a) Southeast Serbia (Medveda, Bujanovac,
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PreSevo) within the project called Dardania; b) Kosovo and Metohija within
the framework of the project of Independent Kosova; c) Montenegro (Plav,
Gusinje, Bar, Sutomore, Ulcinj within the project Malesia; d) Western Macedo-
nia within the project Illyria and e) Northern Greece within the project Epire.
In case that such expansionist aspirations of the Albanians become accom-
plished, then the so-called Great Kosova would make a federal or confederal
union with Albania. In this case the territory controlled by the Albanians
would make approximately 55.000 km? with 6.5-7 millions Albanians living in
this territory. The creation of such a large Albanian state in the Balkans would
further encourage the nationalist arrogance of the Albanians and, conse-
quently, it would probably cause an open conflict with Serbia and Greece,
which would inevitably lead to the beginning of the Third Balkan War. There-
fore this is the warning of the author of this paper to the European Union in
the first place and then to the United Nations.

TRANSCONTINENTAL MIGRATIONS
AS A RISK AND AS A CHANCE

Recent transcontinental migrations, which have touched Serbia, too,
raised numerous questions related not only to a temporary reception or ac-
commodation of them, but also for a potential demographic future of the
country. In this paper, there will be elucidated a set of historical, economic,
sociological and demographic factors relevant for a possible more long-term
admission of migrants at the territory of Serbia. First of all, during former
centuries the Balkans have already been an area of intense re-settlements of
population, so the last phenomena (whose scale is not yet to be envisioned) do
not represent anything novel in the local context. Economic conditions will
be delineated that must be fulfilled in order to the reception of contemporary
migrants be productive (although migratory currents are caused by global
tendencies, their local effects can and must be controlled). It will be put out
that, in comparison with other countries, there is a relatively meagre resist-
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ance among the domestic population towards newcomers, especially when
they are not concentrated and self-organized. Finally, since the whole regions
(primarily those near national borders) are already deserted in a great extent,
possibilities should be examined for a demographic revitalization of these ar-
eas by planned settlement of migrant families.

Here, the author will not advocate extreme stances (which are mostly
widespread) - neither a wholesale rejection of re-settlers, nor as well their
unreserved, unlimited admission, but, in the first line, economic, social and
legal measures will be considered through which immigration of a certain
number of inhabitants would render a favour and a development chance for
extensive agriculture in the hills and mountains. Of course, the extant waves
of migrants, at the moment, have not expressed the least desire to reside in
Serbia, but the opportunities would possibly change with the modifications in
migratory routes and strength of people, as well as the capacities of other Eu-
ropean countries, so it is necessary to investigate more options.

WARS - ECOLOGICAL OUT-OF-BOUNDARY PROBLEMS

The most significant and most intensive new characteristic of contempo-
rary wars is the increased impact of military actions on the nature and state
of ecological systems.

During 78 days of military actions in the course of bombing Yugoslavia,
natural environment suffered a high level of pollution, endangerment and
degradation, because military activities caused the enormous increase of load
of many key parameters of the natural environment, making them complete-
ly inconvenient for people, flora and fauna that inhabit these areas. The ag-
gression of NATO pact on Yugoslavia, from March 24 until June 10, 1999, will
be remembered for brutal destruction of not only military but civil objects as
well, communications, factories, formations, particularly the ones in the do-
main of chemical - manufacturing industry. Risks from ecological catastro-
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phe of large proportions made problems dramatical to the extent that ex-
ceeds all our experience and knowledge so far, with a simultaneous dilemma
and ethical question: does the protection of the natural environment in the
most developed countries of the world have the assigned significance, as well
as do human life and health have the absolute priority. Researches showed
that short-term and long-term exposure to the polluting substances contrib-
ute to too early mortality and life span which is shorter than the expected
one. Nowadays, for example, regarding the number of children who died of
cancer, Serbia is the first country in Europe.

Beside serious consequences for Yugoslavia, detrimental effects also have
aglobal character. Oil stains flowed down the Danube into the countries of the
extension of its basin; there are a large number of pollutants in the air with
the tendency of cross-border expansion, which intensify the phenomenon of
“Greenhouse” or they are the causes of acid rains, or again, they are the con-
sumers of ozone in the stratosphere.

All the time of the life of my generation, war conflicts and destructions are
taking turns. Destructions are more brutal, while the consequences are more
and more difficult. Nearly every man realized that they were initiated from
the same global centres of power with occasional directing the reasons and
motive, but with only one aim to subordinate all local to the global.

Health, physical environment and social conditions are the complex of do-
mains and problems that are permanently in the mutual interaction, and
most frequently via cause-effect relations. Anthropogenic impacts on the nat-
ural environment, and indirectly on health, are continuously being made in
war and peace. Wars are being prepared in peace, direct destructions are tak-
ing place in war, while the consequences are still being restored long after
war, if they can be restored at all. It is clear now that we have to consider the
Earth as a unique, extremely complex, integrated system. There are the dy-
namics and interaction among atmosphere, hydrosphere and biosphere all
over the planet, and the relations between that system and human society are
very strong. Consequently, it is high time dangerous consequences were em-
phasized to such a degree so that the issues of natural environment are legally
ranked at the level of national and then of the global safety.

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ANTINOMY OF GLOBALIZATION IN THE MODERN WORLD

The author has reviewed the key aspects of globalization as neo-colonial
type of domination and synthetically bound them into a single unit. The phe-
nomenon of globalization is viewed from the military, political, educational
identity and cultural-technological dimensions in the light of their mutual in-
terdependence.

We see that NATO alliance is trying to present its actions in the light of a
new sensibility, and adapt its existence to the culture of modern marketing.
According to her, she does not express the spirit of a separate belonging, but
seeks to present itself as a relaxing segment not so closed to the interested
countries that are prepared to abide by a code of common security and other
values. The rest of the world, except the US, which is the driving force of this
alliance, is latently perceived as an area from which comes the threat of ter-
rorism, so a question imposes — why is that area angry and in conflict with
NATO policy.

Often, there is an understanding of NATO qualitatively different from the
period of three decades ago. It used to protect the interests of big business by
military means, and today supposedly creates and provides the conditions for
democratic standards and the needs to invest in countries that investors find
not only attractive but also stable. Their bureaucratic organization, despite
the force, is becoming more flexible, more civil, discreet and unobtrusively
regulatory. However, the strength of a new trend, visible in the amended vi-
sion by which promotional messages reflect the view on the world of human
values, not serving only the description of the intended specific purpose.

IS CONFLICT IN KOSOVO AND METOHIJA FROZEN?

After 1999 new forms of mutual cooperation of all political parties are cre-
ated within the frame of the Interim Administrative Council (IAC) and the
Joint Interim Administrative Structure (SIAS). But there was still no peace for
the non-Albanian population. The presence of NATO in Kosovo, after 1999
created favourable conditions for the strengthening of the Albanian extrem-
ism, as the NATO members never reacted to the murders of Serbs, demolition
of Orthodox cultural monuments, supporting thus the creation of an ethically
clean Albanian province. From the moment of KFOR and UNMIK arrival to the
province, 350.000 Serbs, Montenegrins, Romani, Turks, Gorani and other
non-Albanian population has been expelled from the province. A new phase
in the development of the crisis is related to the negotiations process between
Belgrade and the Albanians from Kosovo and Metohija conducted by the in-
ternational mediator Martti Ahtisaari. The Treaty between Belgrade and
Pristina was signed in the beginning of 2013. It is important to understand
that whether its content is understood as the Treaty with an independent
country or an autonomous province as a part of the Republic of Serbia, re-
gardless of the fact whether the word 'independent’ is mentioned in the text
or not? Serbia did not leave any means of governing that could influence the
internal life in Kosovo, not even in the northern Serbian territories, in order
to govern or undertake actions in the territory in Kosovo and Metohija, al-
though it still remains formally as an autonomous province within Serbia.
One of the most complex present day issues are preparation and unilateral
proclamation of independence of the part of the territory of a sovereign state
and confrontations between great powers in regard to the issue. The negotia-
tions are on the agenda. Kosovo needs only a chair in the UN and Belgrade
seems to be ready to give in, as it has done in regard to the previous issues, as
well.

Interpretation of the conflict in Kosovo and Metohija in the dominant
western academic community as all among public was based on the contradic-
tory commitment to globalization of reality, but at the same time with theo-
retical and methodological commitment to nationalism. The conflict in Koso-
vo can not be interpreted in a local field of analysis, without considering con-
text of structural changes in global processes and relations between global ac-
tors who have intervened and which decisions and actions significantly influ-
enced the course and outcome of the conflict. The imposition of the argument
about the uniqueness of the Kosovo case arose from a simplified approach to
this case and it is an expression of fear of establishing a precedent in all cases
where there are secessionist aspirations of minorities within the internation-
ally recognized state.

Through the analysis of the international administration in Kosovo estab-
lished after armed aggression of NATO in June 1999, we will try to highlight
the importance of dialectics of local and global aspects, both during the con-
flict and through the institution-building process in Kosovo and Metohija, by
the administration of UNMIK.

Finally, we will present disadvantages of international communities ap-
proach to this conflict, through analysis of situation in Kosovo after a 18 years
long process of diplomatic and military intervention, as well as political and
economical involvement. Kosovo represents global changes in both political
and academic approach to solving the crisis, which include redefining rela-
tions of sovereignty and the right to intervene (military, political, economic)
relations of territorial integrity and self-determination, and in relation with
this strong affirmation of the principles of just war. Therefore, in the Kosovo
case one can observe all dialectic of global and local in the post-Cold War era
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and its political and academic thought, with a critical review of the justifica-
tion of performing these changes.

PERSONAL AND COLLECTIVE SELF-ESTEEM AND FORMATION
OF NATIONAL IDENTITY EXPERIENCE

For several decades back, in the field of social sciences and humanities, an
important place occupies consideration of the concept, components and im-
plications of national identity. National identity is built up and changes
throughout life, and it depends on how the personality, as well the circum-
stances and the wider situation. Its preservation can be seen as a defence
mechanism in the tradition, culture and other spheres of civic and cultural
life. One of the basic questions related to the construct of national identity is
the identification and measurement of its various components. Starting from
those that can be considered as elements of national identity — self-identifi-
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cation of an individual as a member of the national group, feelings of belong-
ing to a particular ethnic group, positive or negative attitudes towards mem-
bership in the group and involvement in the work and life of their own na-
tional group, we will try in this paper to show integration levels of personal
and national identity, with the forms of national attachment, national loyalty
and a sense of collective and personal self-esteem. Personal and collective
self-esteem have a common core in a picture of themselves, but they are fun-
damentally different. While personal characteristics are in the basis of indi-
vidual self-esteem, collective characteristics of the group individual belongs
to are essential for the collective self-esteem. Individuals with low personal
self-esteem see themselves less worthy than other people, and this can be
compensated by belonging to a group, having in mind that it is extremely im-
portant to have a positive experience about the group he belongs to. Low col-
lective self-esteem is not possible to easily compensate trough identification
with another more positive group. Biased attitude towards ones own group is
one possible way to increase feelings of low self-esteem.

In this paper we analyse the explicative power and the practical relevance
of two theoretical perspectives which are of utmost importance for more ad-
equate understanding of our situation and our predicament in the modern
world. First is the theory of glocalization which refers to ,,mix of global and lo-
cal” (Robertson, 2001, 1992; Roudometof, 2016, Ritzer, 2007, 2010. According
to Robertson the concept of glocalization in the business life originated from
the micro-marketing, more precisely from the advertisement of goods and
services in various local environments and markets (Robertson, 1995). It is a
known strategy of the capitalistic system in which there is an increased ad-
justment of the global markets to the local markets and cultures or “global lo-
calization” in the opinion of Robertson (1992). Ronald Robertson, referring to
the relation between the global and the local, points out the mixture of the
global and the local in various geographical areas, from which the process of
glocalization comes out (Robertson, 2001).

The second is theory of growbalization which refers to the imperialistic
ambitions of nations, corporations, organizations, and the like and their de-
sire, in deed need, to impose themselves on various geographic areas” (Ritzer
2007). The term implies that these entities seek to have their power, influ-
ence, and in many cases profits grow (hence the term growbalization). The
term was created as a counterpart to glocalization, or “the interpenetration
of the global and the local, resulting in unique outcomes in different geo-
graphic areas” (Ritzer 2007).

This paper attempts to show globalization as vs. patriotism, globalization
that many scientists at one moment, after the fall of socialism, declared the
new world social order where one political power (or more of them) will dom-
inate. For some time, that opinion was dominant as much in political circles
as in the international relations among the countries. Nowadays, by the end
of the second decade of the third millennium, the present situation in the
world is mostly worsened or it reached a blind alley. Globalization did not
come up to expectations of certain political circles, moreover, globalization
became contrary to what it actually is with even greater consequences in the
world and individually in many countries.

BEHAVIOURAL ADDICTIONS IN SERBIA AND MONTENEGRO

This paper examines the abuse and addiction to 11 activities (such as video
games, television, Facebook, partner, work, food, Internet, sex, mobile
phones, gambling and cybersex) using the appropriate sample of examinees
of different ages, 2988 of them from Serbia and 1489 from Montenegro. The
abuse and addiction to psychoactive substances (such as alcohol, cigarettes,
marijuana, opiates and psycho-stimulants) is also examined. Special ques-
tionnaires, which showed high validity and reliability in mass researches in
the USA and other western countries, were used for each behavioural addic-
tion. Considering social-demographic variables and a special scale for exam-
ining the defence mechanism, this set of instruments consisted of 242 ques-
tions, with binary and interval answers. The completely same set of instru-
ments was used in both researches. Beside descriptive statistics, the methods
of multivariate analysis were also used for the analysis of data.

The results of the research point out that behavioural abuses and addic-
tions are widespread in Serbia and Montenegro, with relatively subtle differ-
ences in regard to its prevalence. Most behavioural addictions are above the
average of the other European and non-European countries, while they are
highly expressed considering the addiction to the partner and mobile phones
in both countries.

There are significant positive correlations within as much behavioural as
between behavioural and addictions to psychoactive substances, where a par-
ticular cluster is isolated (such as sex, cybersex, gambling and alcohol) the
segments of which correlate best with all others and predict all others well,
which is explained by biologically conditioned highly expressed potential for
the development of addiction.

Family risk factors and risk factors in the early psychosocial development
also highly and positively correlate with almost all addictions. After the use of
binary logistic regression it is found that the syndrome of asocial and antiso-
cial behaviour predicts best the later development of behavioural addictions.
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Finally, the addicts most frequently use immature, rarely neurotic, and
even more rarely immature defence mechanisms.

IDENTITIES AND TEACHERS ROLES IN GLOBALIZED SOCIETY

Recent theoretical conceptualization and philosophical approaches to ed-
ucation, training and retraining of teachers emphasize the importance of an
authentic understanding of the nature of the process of teaching and learn-
ing, as well as their autonomous construction and reconstruction (phenome-
nological and constructivist paradigm). In light of this holistic approach, the
author of the work with the relationship between allocated and identification
of the teachers won (identity for other and identity for themselves).

Teachers identities and roles that teachers achieved were considered as a
specific form of a auto-categorization, by understanding reality through in-
terpretation of personal experiences and emotional inter-reaction with the
world that surrounds him. In this context, the most important tasks and
teachers roles could be: self-understanding in a defined school environment;
developing skills, strategies and applicable methods; expansion of existing
programs; integration of theory and practice; proactive response to social de-
mands and problems; creation of a productive atmosphere for teaching and
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learning; collaborative and cooperative behaviour; adoption of habits and
skills for lifelong learning.

Two mutually opposing perspectives are described: economic imperative
(the focus is on developing very specific types of useful and specialized knowl-
edge, skills and values in business), and the critical resistance (critique of
globalization which is seen as a result of political and business decisions to
help multinational corporations to secure the maximum available gain,
wherein the educational system is only economy subsection).

Teachers identities were associated with the process of homogenization,
acculturation, accommodation and assimilation. It is described the impact of
globalization on teacher training and teaching; conceptualized the problems
and issues that arise from this reality (global, local and ,,glocal®).

Ignorance is also present in the official policy of
Vatican towards ,,Cosmet's knot* from the time of NATO bombing of Serbia

This new business environment has
opened a number of new business opportunities, but it also led to numerous
varieties of danger as a consequence of business subjects’ exposure to the
global competition. Under such circumstances a need for a competition of en-
terprises and countries has gained an almost universal character. The paper
presents data on the movement of height of global index of the World Econo-
my Forum competition in the period of 2001-2016, which testifies a serious
backwardness of the Western Balkans countries not only in regard to the most
competitive economies in the world, but also in regard to Slovenia, which
once was a part of the socialist bloc countries, now a member of European Un-
ion since 2004. It is quite clear that unless a serious turnaround in regard to
the manifested tendencies is done, such evident economic backwardness of
the Western Balkans countries will not be easily reduced. This is, among other
things, necessary because of the fact that, despite many problems, the world
economy is entering a new period of development, as a result of general use of
information communication technologies and the beginning of so called
fourth industrial revolution. At the same time, regardless of certain views on
globalization crisis, the dynamics of international economic relations and the
power of international competition will have a stronger impact on the old
competitive positions disappearing and gaining of the new ones on the basis
of the commercial valorization of the new knowledge into innovations. In
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that sense, the development of competition of the Western Balkans countries
is possible only by establishing the economy of knowledge.

cies towards the Balkans than attempting to understand anything. To present
and analyze this double failure, both on the public and the academic side of
the discourse on Yugoslavia, will be the purpose of this article.

GLOBALIZATION VS. GLOCALIZATION
(CONFLICTS IN GLOBALIZING SOCIETY)

Fort Pierce is located on the southeast coast of Florida, and experiences
high levels of violent crime, especially gang-related shootings and homicides.
In 2014, the violent crime rate in Fort Pierce was 1.061 incidents per 100.000
residents compared to rates of 466.8 in Florida and 365 nationwide. The hom-
icide rate was 29 compared to 5.8 in Florida and 4.5 nationwide. The rate of ag-
gravated assaults was 735 compared to 366 in Florida and 232 nationwide. In
September 2014, the FBI ranked Fort Pierce ninth on the list of Florida’s most
dangerous cities.

The gang-related violence disproportionately impacts 23% of the city’s
population residing in a three square mile area known as Lincoln Park. The
impact of gang violence has significant negative effects on Lincoln Park and
residents experience widespread intimidation and terror. The fear of retalia-
tion is also prevalent, and many residents will not step forward to provide in-
formation to law enforcement. As a result, many of the shootings remain un-
solved.

To address this situation, the City of Fort Pierce, Fort Pierce Police Depart-
ment, Roundtable of St. Lucie County, Department of Juvenile Justice, and St.
Lucie County School Board, in collaboration with over 21 community agen-
cies, developed Restoring the Village Youth Initiative (RTVYI). The Youth In-
itiative is based on the federal comprehensive gang model developed by the
Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) and supported
by the National Gang Centre.

USE OF LEGAL CHALLENGES TO THE IDENTITY OF MACEDONIA

In case of admission of Macedonia to the UN in 1993 at the insistence of
Greece (considering that her ,name stealing” and “territorial claims™), UN
Security Council Resolution 817, after the ascertainment in that document
stating that the Candidate meets the needed standards of the conditions for
admission, recommended the UN General Assembly to admit the Candidate,
but under the reference FYROM, with the obligation to negotiate with Greece
about the state name. This recommendation of the Security Council of the UN,
was accepted by the UN General Assembly (Res. 47/225), which decided to ad-
mit Macedonia with the non-standard conditions. For the first time in the UN,
one country has entered with denomination. As I concluded, on the admission
of the Macedonia in the UN were imposed two additional conditions for mem-
bership, without which the admission could not be possible:

1. The requirement that in the UN it bears the reference FYROM (i.e. de-
nominations, against the right to self-identification ion)

2. The requirement with the other state it negotiates on its name (limiting
the right of self-determination and the principle of non-interference in inter-
nal jurisdiction).

Both of the above non-standard conditions for admission to the UN were
contrary to the advisory opinion of the International Court of Justice of 1948,
and with UNGA Resolution 197 / 1111948.

The aim of this research is an ascertainment of attitudes on understanding
multiliteracy in education as a global means of communication and new ‘es-
peranto’, in order to emphasize the importance and necessity of the already
mentioned approach with the aim of transcending cultural barriers and
achieving success in professional communication. It is assumed that: firstly,
knowledge of the English language is not the only precondition for successful
communication in education as well as in future profession; secondly, the
concept of multiliteracy in education is a useful approach for transcending
cultural barriers; thirdly, the English language is the ‘esperanto’ of profes-
sions such as psychologists and doctors of medicine. For the requirements of
this research a questionnaire is created, and beside general details related to
respondents, it also consists of the segment concerned with multiliteracy, the
segment concerned with transcending cultural barriers, and the one which
considers the role of English language in education. The first and second-year
students of the Faculty of Medicine in Kosovska Mitrovica, the first and sec-
ond-year students from the Department of Psychology in Kosovska Mitrovica,
as well as general practice doctors and psychologists were examined. The re-
sults of this cross-sectional study which were analysed by descriptive statis-
tics and correlation analysis prove the already mentioned hypotheses and
point out the necessity for qualifying individuals for normal life and work in
the global society. It is necessary to adapt to changes, transcend potential cul-
tural barriers in order to make various contents available, establish global co-
operation and achieve better professional success.

ATTITUDES OF STUDENTS OF PSYCHOLOGY TO MIGRANTS AND
ASYLUM IN SERBIA

Given the topicality of social, cultural and political issues of migrants in
Serbia, the aim is to explore the attitudes of students of psychology towards
migrants and asylum seekers. With this research we want to examine whether
there is among students of the same pattern of attitudes towards migrants
and asylum seekers, such as those obtained in other studies of European coun-
tries. The paper is based on the assumption that some of the socio-economic,
socio-cultural and contextual variables (religious affiliation, experience dis-
placement friendship with strangers, social contact with asylum seekers, the
source of knowledge about the migrant crisis) significantly differentiated
subjects in terms of perception of migrants as a kind of threat. For the study
is used the scale of attitudes towards asylum seekers (Zuparié-Ilji¢, Gre-
gurovié, 2013) which consists of 12 items divided into three dimensions: ,, The
perception of social threats“, ,,Perception of cultural threat* and ,,Perception
of health and economic threats“. 7he study include 127 psychology students,
aged 18-34, 59.8% declare themselves as religious, of which experience of dis-
placement has 21.2% of the respondents, and the most common source of in-
formation is the media (81.9%). Friendship with strangers realized 77.9% of
respondents, and social contact with migrants had 8.7% of the respondents.
With the ANOVA, there is a statistically significant difference between the
perception of the cultural and religious threats F (4, 118) = 4.2, p= 003, as well
as between friends and perceptions of health threats F (2, 123) = 3.1, p = 004.
It’s calculated correlation between perceived social threats and age of pa-
tients r = 0.26 and a small negative correlation between the sources and the
knowledge of social contact with the migrants. r = - 198.

Activi-
ties of media global corporations transcend national borders of whichever
foreign country and, concerning the aspect of their business, they are typical
transnational corporations whose activities are dictated by economic interest
of owners, and not by the public interest, nor by the responsibility for a cer-
tain community. National borders, identity and sovereignty are obstacles that
are destroyed, while the concentration of ownership, uniformity, identical
ideological framework and similar policy of the social system are key charac-
teristics.

Globalization made numerous events globally relevant, but it still has not
given rise to the emergence of the world public opinion, and, more broadly
considered, to the world society, due to the lack of the unique valuable nor-
mative framework. With lots of reservations, only then can we talk about the
emerging global world order. If such order could strive for the adjective dem-
ocratic, the necessary (but not also sufficient) condition would be redefining
(democratization and decentralization) the global media sphere.

The actual media order is characterized by the domination of global media,
under the impact of which, in the unequal economic struggle local media
stopped working, which resulted in the democratic lack of local communities
that global media cannot make up for. In this paper we consider the signifi-
cance of local media for providing democratic establishment of media sphere,
particularly considering the media scene of Kosovo and Metohija.

OBJECTIVITY OF MEDIA REPORTING IN CONFLICT SITUATIONS

This paper analyzes the media approaches to conflicts and crisis areas. It is
the fact that one-sided reporting, without analytic approach and with unver-
ified information and suggestive sensationalism, can have a harmful effect.
Therefore, it is important that media reporting must be objective and espe-
cially cautious in situations when they report in conflict areas. This assumes
an obligation that media must have wider role than the one that is an integral
part of their everyday engagement. This also assumes existence of proactive
media which unequivocally insists on the providing of clear, unbiased and
current information about causes and consequences of conflicts on which
they report. At the same time, with the professional media objectification, it
is necessary to “reconcile” the various actors in conflicts with the offer of pos-
sible platform on which they can build conciliatory tones and on which they
can define potential solutions. If media are unable to fulfil basic role of their
existence, and if they accelerate conflicts using excessive linguistic forms,
they will greatly encourage confrontations and conflict situations, and at the
same time they will cause irreversible damage to the communities in con-
flicts. Media often intentionally or unintentionally intensified conflicts with
their non-analytic approach to objective reporting, or with using politically
incorrect terminology and underestimation of the situation in the name of
sensationalistic reporting. In this way media encourage inadequate reporting
not taking into account the fact that it is necessary to fulfil norms of sensitiv-
ity to conflicts, and also not taking into account characteristics of that par-
ticular situation.“Inexperienced” and irresponsible media very often cross
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that line which leads to escalation of conflicts and which makes search for
peacefully solutions impossible.

SELECTED ASPECTS OF THE FIELDWORK
IN A DIVIDED CITY - MITROVICA

The aim of this paper is to present selected aspects of the methodology of
fieldwork in a divided city on an example of research on Mitrovica. The pre-
sented study is a proposal of quantitative methods which will be applied to
examine mainly the social aspect of divisions in this urban space.

Verifying inhabitants’ attitude towards different aspects of divisions of the
city and the state of their mutual relation cannot be omitted while referring
to the main research problem which is the phenomenon of polarisation of/in
urban space. Therefore, to enrich analysis of current situation in the city, it is
crucial to connect both qualitative and quantitative methods.

In presented paper, the methodological approach, the structure of ques-
tionnaire, and the organizational aspect of a fieldwork in a post-conflict ter-
ritory will be introduced. The paper does not include description of qualita-
tive research methods, such as data analysis, interviews and observation
which also remain important part of the research.

The main objective of the research is to create and examine methodologi-
cal tools which - with necessary adjustment to local context - will enable fur-
ther studies on divided cities in the Balkan region and beyond. The goal of this
paper is also to prove the importance of conducting fieldwork in an interna-
tional working team as well as to emphasize the meaning of research on ur-
ban areas to social and cultural studies.

Sociologically interpreted, tolerance is patience, accepting other people’s
beliefs, allowing the validity of principles which do not belong to one self, and
yet they have to be recognized in the spirit of civil rights and freedoms.

Certain organizations or groups which
are directed against the peace process in R. Macedonia and other regions in
the world, continue to use terrorist tactics and methods in an attempt to dest-
abilize the delicate balance of peace. Religion is able to mobilize social groups
who strive for power and influence in the globalized society where they feel
marginalized or consider the globalized society as some kind of threat. This
is the reason why identity crisis makes religious fundamentalism the most
prevalent and most controversial ideology of modern time. Interestingly, de-
spite the fact that Christianity and Islam are essentially similar to one anoth-
er, being derived from a common ancient basis in Judaism and all preaching
peace as an ideal, R. Macedonia and Balkans have always been considered
among the most conflicting regions in Europe. These religions are also very
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collectivistic. Connections with them easily become a sign of political or na-
tional loyalty.

THE RADICALIZATION OF GLOBAL INEQUALITIES — OPEN TOPIC

The contemporary moment is marked by turbulent unfolding of many so-
cial processes. For the purpose of this work it will be emphasized the impor-
tance of two key global processes: accelerated scientific and technological de-
velopment and rapid population growth. One of the consequence of collusion
between these two processes is constantly enlarging the quantity and quality
of production, on the one hand, and permanent exclusion of human labor
from production and operation processes. The result is, among other things,
growing of social inequalities that are seen as income inequality and division
into rich and poor, who are each other more and more away, and the growing
of groups that show some class characteristics and which are outside of the
official structures of society: the marginal class (underclasss) which belong to
the long-term unemployed and precariat which belong to all those who man-
age to get to the occasional and temporary work engagement but not relative-
ly permanent employment. Their main class characteristic is a growing num-
ber. Marginal class, however, is missing defined class consciousness and read-
iness for social engagement and precariat is missing social homogeneity. Now
the question is how to overcome the problem of global social inequalities.
This question has several answers: shorter working days, distributive and re-
distributive justice, etc. The rich must understand that the accumulation of
inequalities opens space for global conflicts of all profiles. This means that it
is necessary to initiate global action to solve the problem and it is not possible
as long as the world is divided on various grounds and economically unevenly
developed.

THE SIGNIFICANCE OF INFORMATION COMMUNICATION
TECHNOLOGIES FOR ACCELERATING THE PROCESS
OF GLOBALIZATION

After the industrial revolution considered as the process of modernization,
there was not even one socio-historical phenomenon which caused such con-
ceptual-theoretical controversies like globalization did. It is a process of plan-
etary proportions which presents the striving of the West, namely of the USA,
for domination in all spheres of society: politics, economy, army, monetary
policy, education, language etc., and therefore, it is known as mondialization
or westernization. In such circumstances information becomes the key re-
source of contemporary society which indirectly impacts the process of glo-
balization. Information communication technologies contributed to the soci-
ety network, namely to digitalization and efficiency in all spheres of society.
There is a general assumption in the research that information communica-
tion technologies significantly contribute to accelerating the process of glo-
balization, as well as particular assumptions according to which it is assumed
that the research will result in isolating components which according to stu-
dents’ estimates point out the significance of information communication
technologies for accelerating the process of globalization; then, that students
agree with it, and finally, that they are not influenced by gender, the year of
studies, nor achieved success during studying at the faculty. In order to exam-
ine this, in May 2017, the research, which is presented in this paper, was con-
ducted using the sample of students of the Faculties of Teacher Training in
Vranje and Leposavic. The data which were gathered using the Scale -
ICT-APG (Cxanmep - MKT-YII) will be analysed by Factor Analysis,
Mann-Whithey U Test and Analysis of Variance. It is expected that Factor
Analysis will isolate components which according to students’ estimates
point out the significance of information communication technologies for ac-
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celerating the process of globalization, while Mann-Whithey U Test will de-
termine that there is no significant difference concerning students’ estimates
depending on their gender and enrolled faculty, and the analysis of variance
will show that there is no significant difference regarding students’ estimates
of the significance of information communication technologies for accelerat-
ing the process of globalization depending on the year of studies and stu-
dents’ success during their studying at the faculty. The results of the research
are presented in the tables and diagrams.

“FAKE NEWS” AS FACTORS IN CRISIS SITUATIONS

In a society full of risks and permanent crises, the ability to use social net-
works, wireless technologies and information has become one of the key pre-
conditions for peace and internal stability of a community. The authors the-
matize the spectrum of conflictology changes occurring in the political land-
scape, noting how fictional digital news create crisis situations aimed at ex-
erting symbolic influence and spreading moral panic. Under the guise of
“freedom of expression”, the social media’s power in the placement of fake
messages is concealed, whose readers-per-copy number is the result of the al-
gorithms that rank the value of stories by using the degree to which the news
are spread - the so-called virality of a story. The classical media take over the
imposed narratives, not realizing that in this way they fall into the trap of
spin manipulators, whose aim is the emotional reaction and rapid change in
public opinion. Commercialization demonstrates that fake news are a lot
more profitable than the true ones in the context of the number of hits and
profits from ads, but that IT tools cannot dramatically increase their popular-
ity.

A series of turbulent political events, the growing terrorism, the problem
of migration, as well as the increasingly visible gap between the rich and the
poor, threaten to cause further crises, and thus the new media develop as in-
creasingly powerful potential of neurotechnological techniques used to con-
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trol the thinking and behaviour of citizens. If by using fake news opposition
parties orcertain security agencies bring out the masses on streets, political
leaders win elections or buy political influence, while creatorsof wars make
triggers for new conflicts, it is clear that the news industry is at a crossroads.
Digital security relies on the management and control of the accuracy of in-
formation, and it is possible to prevent new risks through the spread of criti-
cal thinking and content analysis as a strategy of making the citizens me-
dia-literate.

(DE)CONSTRUCTING OF THE DISCOURSE OF GLOBALIZATION
IN THE NOVEL FOE BY J. M. COETZEE

This paper, in the case of the novel Foeby J. M. Coetzee, examines the way
in which discourse can become a powerful tool for the implementation of glo-
balization, but also the manner in which that strategy exposes (deconstruct-
ed) the power in the context of the aforementioned novel with the (post)colo-
nial theme.

Language policy as an essential element of globalization and preserve indi-
vidual and national identity, is interpreted in the context of postcolonial
studies from E. Said, F. Fanon, A. Appadurai and Foucault’s definition of dis-
course. From the analysis of the relationship between Cruso, Friday and Susan
in Coetzee’s novel Foe, we are aiming to highlight the types of conflicts posed
by a globalized culture. Leading the Appadurai’s explaining of ideoscapes, we
are debunking conceptualized presentation of Friday’s identity that is based
on stereotypes and cognitive unfulfilled expectations.
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In this paper we are dealing with the language as a phenomenon that en-
hances the feeling of belonging to a group, with factors affecting the lack of
cooperation between the identity of the characters, then with repression,
which imposes one nation with unipolarity under the guise of an apparent
tendency towards supranational integration and multiculturalism. Also, we
are drawing attention to the implicit idea of separation by choice in Coet-
zee’s novels, as well as intentional separatism conducted by order of civiliza-
tion.

SOLIDARITY IN A GLOBALIZED SOCIETY — ACCEPTANCE
OF CHILDREN WITH DISABILITIES IN EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM IN
KOSOVO AND METOHIJA

This paper presents an empirical study of attitudes typically developed
children towards children with disabilities who are in the process of inclusion
in educational system that Republic of Serbia is implementing in primary and
secondary schools in the municipalities of Kosovska Mitrovica, Zve¢an, Zubin
Potok and Leposavi¢. With the analysis of attitudes we wanted to find out
whether and to what extent is present distance of typically developed chil-
dren towards children with disabilities, the existence of willingness to coop-
erate and solidarity during the educational process, as well as outside of it,
but also a willingness to provide assistance, support and demonstrate empa-
thy. The research was conducted through survey, and as an instrument used
questionnaire. The sample included 240 respondents seventh and eighth
grades of primary school and the first and second grades of secondary schools
in the municipalities of Kosovska Mitrovica, Zvecan, Zubin Potok and Lep-
osavié.

What is more important in the cultivation of feelings, in experiencing the
world, and in the education and formation of human beings - is it the national
or the universal? Montesquieu and de Maistre, well-known French thinkers,
gave opposing answers to these questions. The former said that being a hu-
man is what comes first, and that being a Frenchman is merely a coincidence.
The latter one said that he had never met a man but only Frenchmen, Italians,
Russians and others. These are two extreme answers to the old problem of
universals, whereby the former one insists on the universal and the latter one
on the specific, with practical consequences for the organization of social life.

The author of this paper holds the view that the problem can be resolved if
instead for opting for either pole, we opt for the middle position between the
two, for harmony and measure, in the way the ancient Greeks recommended.
This is a consequence of the fact that without the national aspect a human be-
ing will remain spiritually shapeless, and without the universal it will be de-
void of its human essence.

INVISIBLE NATIONALISM
REFLECTIONS ON SWEDISH SELF-IMAGE
IN AN AGE OF GLOBAL CHANGE

Sweden considers itself as a modern society and is usually ranked high on
indices of globalization. It is very dependent on international trade and to a
large extent influenced by Anglo-American popular culture. The country is
proud of its achievements in various fields, and officially presents itself as a
humanitarian superpower, conducting a feminist foreign policy.

From being a culturally homogeneous state, in the 1960s Sweden became a
country of immigration, starting with labour migrants from Finland, Yugosla-
via, and Greece, while recently receiving more non-European refugees per
capita than other members of the EU. This has led to tensions and frustra-
tions, which ultimately affects the self-image of Swedes. Ordinary people, as
well as politicians, are suspicious of the role of religion and views on family
among Muslim immigrants.

Although modern and international, Sweden is also a province on the Euro-
pean periphery, which reluctantly joined the European Union. Being an inde-
pendent state since 1523 and never occupied by foreign powers, Swedish
identity was never challenged and the typical European national ideology did
not develop. The question is: could there be nationalism without a national
rhetoric? It will be shown through various examples that this is the case, and
that the phenomenon may be explained by Tajfel’s social identity theory.

An interesting paradox is that global cultural patterns seem to be superfi-
cial, since Swedish society is characterized by traditional modes of thinking
which makes an adaptation to present conditions more difficult.

Is it normal that
two billion people living and dying with 60 cents a day, while on the other
hand, eight billionaires have more wealth than 3.6 billion people together on
the planet?

Ger-
ald Celente, director of Trend Institute in New York, predicts a dark future of
humanity: ,,If nothing changes, we will become public servants of multina-
tional corporations.

After November 2000, the Republic of Serbia chose the membership in the
EU as its main foreign policy priority. In November and December 2000, the
limitations in mutual trade were abolished and SRY (Serbia) became a partic-
ipant in the Stabilisation and Association Process. In December 2004, the prin-

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ciple of ,,double tracking* was proclaimed, in April 2005 the Feasibility Study
was adopted and in April 2008, the Stabilisation and Association Agreement
was signed. After the positive opinion of the EC, the Council of Europe made a
decision on the application of Serbia on 1st March 2012. At the end of June
2013, the Council of Europe made a decision that the accession negotiations
with Serbia should begin at the beginning of 2014 at the latest. From then un-
til 2017, Serbia opened 8 chapters, two of which it closed itself, and they con-
cerned science, education and culture. However, the process was accompa-
nied by numerous political conditioning and demands which had not been set
before any country until then. Thus it can be claimed that Serbia is sui generis
in the relations that EU has with countries candidates for the membership.
The analysis of the compliance of Serbian legislation with acquis communau-
taire leads to the same conclusion.

ECOLOGICAL GLOBALISATION AND CLIMATE CHANGES

Living in the 21st century means facing fast paced changes and novelty of
our materialistic, technically advanced civilisation. It means living in the
world of natural and social turbulences that know no limits. Considering its
ever growing destructive effect on the environment, globalisation is still a
relevant phenomenon, worthy of scientific analysis. How did this happen?
Who is to blame? To what extent can the game men are playing with nature
have cataclysmic ecological, economical and political consequences? What is
globalisation, is it still ongoing and what effect does it have on us and the en-
vironment? Who should be repairing the damage of human progress and in
which way? This paper will, in its own humble, and maybe a bit idealistic way,
try to briefly give answers to these general and quite complex questions. In
that sense, the paper examines the idea that globalisation process is not only
responsible for the acceleration of the global interactions and processes but
also increase of dramatic consequences to the environment. Climate changes,
their manifestations and current effects, point to the fact that globalisation at
the end of its cycle creates basic conditions for an ecological cataclysm. It is
not only the planned and expected increase of air temperature but also pow-
erlessness, unwillingness and indifference of the global political community
to tackle this issue in an optimal manner. Ignoring climate change under the
veil of traditional cornucopianism opens, and will open, new issues in the fu-
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ture. The problem of the political emigrants will be substituted by creating
new migration waves and new (then) ecological refugees. On the other hand,
there will be a drastic augmentation of currently existing ecological risks fol-
lowed by the creation of antidemocratic and dystopian societies that will be
based on orchestrated economies and rationalised consumption. If this sce-
nario comes into play, globalisation will show its true destructiveness that
was covered with interpretations as a sort of a process of interconnectedness.

THE MAIN BRIDGE ON THE RIVER IBAR: THE CULTURAL
ELEMENT AND THE SYMBOL OF INTER-ETHNIC DIVISIONS
IN KOSOVA MITROVICA

The subject of this research is the socio-cultural factor of the main bridge
on the river Ibar, which with two additional bridges for traffic of motor vehi-
cles and one for pedestrians, connects the northern and the southern part of
Kosovska Mitrovica. The author analyzed the functional change of the main
bridge from a cultural element into a political one, which due to the increas-
ing transparency in the domestic and foreign media becomes a simulacrum
and the symbol of ethnic division of Kosovo and Metohija. The bridge that was
connecting the city, like the bridge in Mostar, closed after the year 1999. and
the river Ibar was from then uncrossable, and from that moment the river be-
came a natural border between the two quarreling national entities. Serbs
consider Albanians to be the demographic majority, but a national minority
in this part of the territory of their country, while Albanians determine Serbs
to be the national minority in the self-proclaimed Republic of Kosovo, which
remains unrecognized by the UN. A closed bridge is a symbolically demol-
ished bridge, which now represents the political pulse and a place of theatral-
ization of everyday politics of all citizens of Kosovska Mitrovica, but it is also
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an opportunity to solve one of the geopolitical problems that arise from the
major forces fighting over dominance in this part of Balkan.

It is symptomatic that all events worthy of media attention are precisely
those related to the main bridge, while additional bridges remain open to
traffic. On the main bridge we can’t expect a crowd to be temporary as a social
aggregate, but as a manifestation of collective behavior of participants of the
two opposing national identities and individuals which see strangers in men
on the other side of the river, homo peregrinus, which only proves how much
the media globalizes the inter-ethnic division, and the place where the cul-
tures meet after the ideological unity in the former Yugoslavia turns into a
clash of civilizations on the religious basis, in Huntington’s terms.

LOSS OF SOVEREIGNITY OF NATION-STATES
IN THE AGE OF GLOBALISATION

This paper analyses the idea of the loss of national sovereignty due to the
impact of globalization processes, which have marked the last decade of the
twentieth and the beginning of the twenty first century. The idea of losing
sovereignty, as well as the entire discourse on globalization, has eventually
become the backbone of many debates, studies and analysis, so it can be freely
said that the debate on globalization and its consequences has taken a central
place in the social sciences. It seems that sociologists, economists, political
scientists and others have accepted the normative attitude of Giddens, who as
an advocate of ,, The Third Way*“, has once written it in The Consequences of
Globalization, suggesting that the phenomenon of ,,globalization* should be a
fundamental concern of those engaged in social sciences. However, although
this problem has really become the topic of the endless multitude of scientific
papers, there is no aspect of the globalization process around which there is
consensus among the authors. By analysing the issue of globalization from
different theoretical positions, the authors have reached conflicting conclu-
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sions such as what is generally meant by the phenomenon of globalization;
what impact this process has on the economy, politics and culture; whether it
is a positive or a negative phenomenon; which historical moment the process
of globalization began etc. Perhaps the best evidence that the debate on glo-
balization is complex and confusing is the fact that some authors question
whether it really exists or it is just some dangerous political mythology that
serves ideological (false) presentation of actual global processes. Regarding
the alleged deterioration of national sovereignty in the era of globalization,
the leading proponents of these ideas are Kenichi Ohmae and Susan Strange,
but it is important to mention that their views caused an avalanche of critical
responses, agile reactions and serious discussions. Considering the position
they have taken in the debate on the impact of globalization on the na-
tion-state, a British sociologist David Held has introduced a very useful classi-
fication of the authors on three opposing camps: hyperglobalists, sceptics and
transformationalists. Our understanding of the problem is that globalization
is a real process, but it is extremely complex and contradictory, and that it
generates consequences that escape the control of individual states. Many of
the changes brought about by globalization, have created new problems that
are qualitatively different from those that existed in the past. One of those
changes certainly refers to the redefining of national sovereignty and its po-
sition in the modern interstate system.

GLOBALIZATION AND WORKERS' STRIKES AND PROTESTS
AGAINST LABOR LOW CHANGES IN SERBIA AND REGION

The paper is devoted to analysis of the most important characteristics of
social protest against the amendment of labour laws in the context of globali-
zation. In the foreground is a sociological analysis of the characteristics of ne-
oliberal globalization and social transition in Serbia and the region and its
consequences for the social and economic structure of society. It examines
the most important characteristics of the subjects of the transition, its dy-
namics and the most important results. The basic hypothesis is: the case,
amendment of labour legislation can be seen most important features of flex-
ibility of labor relations and labor markets in neoliberal globalization. The La-
bour Law is one of the most important laws, which significantly affects the po-

FROZEN KOSOVO CONFLICT
(FROM GLOBAL TO LOCAL AND BACKWARDS)

Events in and around Kosovo and Metohija, the southern province of the
Republic of Serbia, which have happened during last almost three decades
and which are still ongoing, show how a purely internal and, with regard to
space, a local state issue — the issue of position and rights of the Albanian mi-
nority, may acquire a global dimension, become a subject of interest of lead-
ing countries in the world trying to ‘solve’ it, but also an example of various
interpretations both by minority communities all around the world and by
the United Nations Member States.

The efforts of the Republic of Serbia to solve this issue internally, within
the state institutions, were ignored by the members of the Albanian national
minority who established a parallel system and thus made it an international
issue with the support of some western countries, which was later interpreted
as the main reason for 1999 bombing of Serbia, as a part of the Federal Repub-
lic of Yugoslavia, by NATO Member States, because of the alleged “violation of
human rights of the Albanians” and in order to “prevent a humanitarian dis-
aster” in the territory of Kosovo and Metohija. The aggression of the NATO
and armed conflict in Kosovo and Metohija were terminated in June 1999 by
the adoption of the United Nations Security Council Resolution 1244, by vir-
tue of which the territory of Kosovo and Metohija was placed under the Unit-
ed Nations international civil and military administration. Since then, Serbia
has not been able to affect the developments in Kosovo and Metohija, nor to
react against the expulsion of several hundreds of thousands of Serbs, Monte-
negrins, Roma and other non-Albanian citizens, against numerous crimes
committed, property confiscation, safety threats and other negative develop-
ments. In 2008, the Albanian minority proclaimed the so-called independence
of Kosovo and Metohija, which is not recognised by the Republic of Serbia.
Signing of the Brussels Agreement in 2013 and talks between Belgrade and
Pristina under the auspices of the European Union are an attempt to find solu-
tions to numerous issues that are relevant for the life of the citizens of Kosovo
and Metohija, but the two parties have a completely different approach to the
implementation of this Agreement. Belgrade insists on the implementation of
the signed provisions, and the representatives of Pristina try to make each
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conversation and signed document a kind of a confirmation and affirmation
of the so-called independence of Kosovo.

The Kosovo issue has thus gone through a complete cycle, from a local issue
to a global one, including the bombing of a sovereign country, armed con-
flicts, numerous human victims and material damage inflicted, various deci-
sions of international courts, etc, along with today’s efforts of some western
countries to solve this issue at the local level, but in totally different circum-
stances with regard to the situation at the beginning of 1990s. At the global
level, the Kosovo case has been ‘affirmed’ as an example of double standards,
which could be used by anyone as it suits them: minority communities see it
as a tool to use a big power for causing conflicts and proclaim independence,
and states use it to show what might happen when a military power and inter-
ests of large countries take priority over international standards, law and jus-
tice.

THE CONFLICTS AND PERVASION OF THE NATIONAL
AND UNIVERSAL - THE AFFILIATION OF STELES,
THE HERZEGOVINIAN NECROPOLIS THAT WAS DECLARED THE
WORLD HERITAGE

Although there have been many works written about steles, in which much
knowledge had been introduced, hypothetical most frequently, the steles
have permanently been the subject of research. The medieval tombstones ste-
les have long been an inexhaustible topic and have been attracting the atten-
tion of historiographers, archaeologists, art historiographers, poets, writers
and recently the psychologists as well. In a word, the steles have been the sub-
ject of the interdisciplinary analyses, accordingly they have been explored
from different aspects.

It has long been known that the Herzegovinian steles are way ahead of the
others both in number and the quality of processing. This is completely un-
derstandable having in mind the fact that Herzegovina was rich in stone and
good masters stonemasons.

Recently the stele necropolis in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia, Montene-
gro and Croatia have been declared the world heritage by the UNESCO for the
first time.

The historiography so far has not had a compliant attitude with regard to
the affiliation of the medieval tombstones or, in other words steles. Unfortu-
nately, these monumental marbles have been used for the political purposes
in the creation of the Bosniak nation, and have been groundlessly ascribed to
the so called Bogomils.

Based on the terrain exploration of the archive material from Dubrovnik
and the scientific references, the subject of the work is the medieval Herzego-
vinian necropolis and its affiliation, that has been declared the world heritage
by the UNESCO.

The aim of this paper is to focus, on the basis of globalism, on the impact of
developed technology of the industry of consciousness, which introduces us
to the totalitarian pluralism of propaganda, instead of the long heralded state
of democratic pluralism of information. Media contribution to the process,
which is inherent to colonialism, with special emphasis on the Serbian media
discipline under the strict rules of advertising media model, theoretically
framed by Chomsky and Herman, is central to interpreting the emergence
and dominance of colonial vs. national consciousness.

For the complex psychological operation in which the widest levels of pop-
ulation will learn to love their enemies, it is necessary to build an appropriate
social, economic, political, and first cultural environment, in which media
forcefully produce genetically modified democratic culture, which will soon
begin to poison the demos with the sense of inferiority towards the colonizer.

DIMENSIONS OF NATIONAL CULTURE BY GEERT HOFSTEDE —
WITH SPECIAL EMPHASIS ON THE VALUE DIMENSION SERBIAN
NATIONAL CULTURE

The interest in the impact of national culture has grown rapidly with the
intensification of the globalization process.

The aim is to highlight the importance of complete understanding of the
impact of national culture, which is only possible provided that the analysis
included all its dimensions simultaneously. Despite the existence of numer-
ous classification dimension national culture, which are used as the basis of
some experiments, though much less abundant (such as Trompenaar, Skane,
Hola and Schwartz, Kluckhohn and Strodtbeck, and others), the importance
of the work is focused on the analysis of the six dimensions of national cul-
ture, access set by the dutch author Geert Hofstede, by which, in addition to
explanations of the ways of solving the main issues and problems of society,
given a very strong impetus to a number of intercultural studies, thus creat-
ing the basis for all further study influence of national culture on different as-
pects.

Hofstede model is the most famous model which examines the cultural dif-
ferences of different countries. The authors of the special focus of the work
concentrated on the analysis of the value dimension of Serbian national cul-
ture, highlighting the importance of its assumptions and the actual situation
of the real, with an attempt of systematic and holistic explanation of the cur-
rent deviation and its quality.

Theoretical elaboration of work, because it is based on the use of older sec-
ondary sources, which lacks an empirical basis, represents the greatest scar-

PORTRAITS OF SERBIAN MEDIEVAL RULERS IN ALBANIAN
HISTORY TEXTBOOKS — ANALYSIS OF THE IMPORTANCE
OF SEVERAL RULERS AND EVENTS FROM SERBIAN HISTORY

The center of attention of this paper presents the content of history text-
books, for primary and secondary schools in the Albanian language in use in
the last decade in schools in Kosovo and Metohija. They have served as the
main source for analyzing the contents of the texts that speak of the Serbian
medieval history, events and people that are mentioned in them. Of all ob-
served topics — related to research — in the wider focus of interest is found
only rule of Serbian king and emperor, Stefan Uros IV Dusan, which was pre-
sented exclusively in a negative context, adjusted determination / proving
,»Kosovo identity*. Except this episode of Serbian history, textbooks in Alba-
nian language also mention battle of Kosovo in 1389 and also one from 1448,
as well as several characters mentioned in battles and events about them,
which belong to Serbian history and are also used in the service of actual
Kosovo conflict.

Considering of the above, the task of this paper is to treat the texts whose
content is medieval serbian history and specifically investigate the way of
presenting the facts in them. Paperwork aims to present, and to view the im-
age formed by the result of some content of the text books can eventually pro-
duce.

EMPIRICAL RESEARCH OF RELIGIOUS AND NATIONAL
AFFILIATION OF THE POPULATION IN SERBIA

The religion is the basic characteristics, a recognizable trait and an integral
part of national identity. The religious affiliation represents one of the most
important census trait for analyzing ethnicity and national identity and has
great significance especially in multiethnic, multiconfessional and multilin-
gual countries. An analyses of the population of Serbia according to religious
affiliation indicate a high coincidence of religion and nationality. In addition,
knowledge of certain methodological matters and problems with regard to
statistical and census research of religious affiliation is essential. It is impor-
tant to know that religious affiliation was determined based on subjective cri-
teria that allowed changes in religious identity. In general, the population of
Serbia mainly stated their religion according to tradition, so great coinci-
dence existed between nationality and religion, since religious practicing was
not relevant for religious affiliation declaration. The comparison of results
between the last and earlier censuses shows that there are considerably fewer
atheists, primarily due to ethno-political circumstances in the country and to
a lesser degree due to actual religious convictions of the population.

GLOBALIZATION AND THE LABOR STATUS
OF LOCAL CIVIL SERVANTS

Changes created by the globalization on social, economic, political and le-
gal level, their implications being produced on the employment situation of
persons working in the general labour system, but also the position of the
subjects that perform their activities within the civil service system, both
state and local. Considering that globalization produces its effects mainly on
local level by influencing the daily lives of citizens, it is inevitable that it
achieves certain effects on the labor and status of local civil servants.

ROMANIZATION AS THE CONCEPT OF GLOBALIZATION
(EXAMPLES FROM THE AREA OF UPPER MOESIA)

The paper presents data from the social-historical aspect of the concept of
Romanization of Kosovo and Metohija population (the south of Upper Moesia

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province). By military occupation of Dardania and the formation of province
of upper Moesia at the beginning of the 1st century A.C. the Romans built the
whole system of fortresses on strategically important points, followed by
building of the roads, founding of settlements, settling of the veterans and
Italics, granting of citizen rights and respecting of the Roman gods. That was
the time not only of territorial but also of ethnical and infra-structural chang-
es. Judging by a number of epigraphic monuments, in the area of present day
Kosovo and Metohija in the Roman period, apart from the domicile popula-
tion, there also lived Roman citizens (cives Romani) who inhabited the settle-
ment. Italic component was important and the permeating of the Roman cul-
ture and civilization as well as the Roman way of living was mostly due to the
Italics, who were settled in the urban places. They brought along all inher-
itance of Roman civilization, which found different ways of entering into the
domicile population. Epigraphic monuments, various archeological findings
and narrative sources reflect, to some extent, the occurences in the area of
Kosovo and Metohija.

Compared to the previous civilizations that coexisted in parallel as rela-
tively self-sufficient cultural oases (primarily based on the connection of ex-
perience between the geographic location and the cultural context), which
had more or less contacts, co-operation and intertwining, the contemporary
world is increasingly transformed into an intertwined, translucent and inter-
connected pool where the old principle of collective autonomy gives way to a
new principle of multiple contacts and relationships, both on individual and
collective level. It is the world in which Descartes’ principle I think, therefore
I am is replaced by a new principle, I am connected, therefore I am. The result
of this collapse of individual socio-cultural oases is the creation of a social
context that M. McLuhan named ‘a global village’; a social context that is pre-
dominantly characterized by the ‘death of permanence and presence’, i.e. it is
a world in which, as F. Jameson pointed out, the true experiences of cultural
life no longer coincide with the place in which it is formed and is taking place.
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The ultimate consequence of these processes is the deterritorialization (Tom-
linson), desovereignization (Virilio) and the denationalization (Sassen) of the
local space and cultural ethos which is, as A. Giddens emphasized, increasing-
ly possessed and shaped by happenings and events occurring ‘many miles
away and vice versa’. These processes generally erase the colours of individu-
al cultures, and humanity as a whole is under threat, as predicted by A.
Solzhenitsyn, to become boringly uniform. Therefore, questions are raised
about how to achieve true originality in global trends and how to balance the
globalization processes with the need to preserve the ’lares’ values of cul-
tural identity?

CONFLICTS BETWEEN MIGRANTS ON RELIGIOUS GROUNDS
DURING EXILE

The subject of the research is conflicts among migrants on religious
grounds during exile. The research is carried out by using focus groups in or-
der to examine what their experience during the refugee journey was, to ob-
tain information whether any religious conflicts among them took place, and
find out how to resolve conflicts. The focus group was organized in terms of
the issue about conflicts among migrants on religious grounds during exile.
The convenience sample consisted of 40 migrants from the Reception centre
in PreSevo (migrants were males, 4 groups with 10 members per each). The
data were obtained by a group moderator who was asking questions with the
help of an interpreter. Data were processed by means of qualitative analysis.
The obtained results were categorized by: real experiences of migrants, types
of conflicts and resolution of conflicts among different religious affiliations.
The data showed that migrants had more negative than positive experiences,
but only with citizens of the country through which they travelled during the
time they passed the chosen route. Such most frequent countries were Bul-
garia, Greece and Serbia. There were conflicts on religious grounds between
Shiites, Sunnis, Yazidis and Kurds, but only in the camp where they were set-
tled (conflicts of verbal and physical nature, conflicts between adults and
children). They consider the final destination of their journey as the solution
of their conflicts, where they would have to respect other people and the state
in which they would apply for asylum. The obtained results show that change
in attitudes and behaviour can be predicted based on the investigation in or-
der to stop conflicts of migrants on religious grounds.

GLOBALIZATION AND GLOBAL RISK SOCIETY

Globalization as a social concept that has emerged in the last decades of the
twentieth centuries clearly and convincingly indicates the beginning of a new
era and establishment of a new authentic international society which would
mean a sort of the end of historical cycles. Principle of universalism, perpetu-
al peace and optimistic faith in progress were driving ideas of that concept,
while raised hope in the beginning of a new era of human history contributed
to understanding globalization as one of the most popular concepts of the
world society. The global perspective of the World and standardization of the
experience of the entire social organization of states and nations, in regard to
the models of civilization discourse of the West, is presented as inevitability.

Today, it is more than obvious that the World due to globalization has not
become neither harmonized nor safer, while dramatic increase of a-social
trends that follow the process of globalization have contributed to the fact
that the world risk society has already become another name for the modern
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world. Processes of establishing global society have encouraged risks that are
increasingly difficult to be controlled, but they also more and more signifi-
cantly abolished the importance of space, time and borders. Ex-territorial
risks of globalization are becoming a less national and increasingly global
phenomenon, while the interdependence of the world contributes to the ob-
jective inclusion of contemporary societies worldwide in involuntary com-
munity of risks.

It turned out that the very processes of establishing global society that
would be based on the neo-liberal and democratic qualities strongly influ-
enced the radical desocialization of space around the world. Striking rise of
all forms and contents of inequality, intrusive promotion of universal values
of the West, then the radicalization of national, civilization and religious
identity, demographic boom, and ecological hopelessness are key features in
the perception of global security. Hegemonic promotion of interests of lead-
ing actors in the international policies discredited achievements of the idea
on the indivisibility of security and also undermined the concept of security
cooperation and security community. ,, The return of history*, which is fol-
lowed by a dramatic increase of instability, clearly indicates that systematic
limits of globalization confirm that it is not a credible concept for resolving
the growing number of urgent security issues which imply the global ap-
proach.

THE INTERNATIONALIZATION OF THE ECONOMY AND
THE POSSIBILITIES OF REGULATION OF ECONOMIC PROCESSES

Analysis of different approaches to the economic globalization makes it
possible to acquire a more comprehensive insight into the various aspects of
the complex processes taking place in the global economy and the possibili-
ties of political influence upon economic processes. The economic crisis from
2008 and the policy responses to the crisis have encouraged a review of some
recently unquestionable claims about economic globalization.

The subject of the paper is the conception of the internationalization of the
economy in the works of Hirst and Thompson which mainly is referred to as
the sceptical view of globalization. The main thesis of this paper is that, re-
gardless of whether we accept or reject the sceptical point of view, we can ask
the question to what extent the arguments that these authors cite enable a
better understanding of the contemporary world economic (and not only eco-
nomic) flows by drawing attention to some aspects of modern changes which
are neglected in the mainstream globalization analysis. The paper analyzes
the arguments of Hirst and Thompson (as well as criticism of their under-
standing) relating to conceptualization of internationalization as opposed to
the globalization of the economy, social and cultural embeddedness of na-
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tional economies and TNCs, as well as possibilities of the political influence on
economic processes at international, regional and national level.

Multinational companies are key actors of globalization, where in order to
increase the competitiveness of its products and to ensure the position in the
global market in terms of globalization, they indirectly determine the posi-
tion of workers and affect their working and living conditions. The paper
deals with the role and significance of International Framework Agreements
from the aspect of corporate social responsibility and protection of basic
workers’ rights.

THE GLOBAL/LOCAL IN THE REPRESENTATION OF WOMAN
IN SERBIA - CONTENT ANALYSIS OF WOMEN’S MAGAZINES

The starting point of our analysis is the statement that globalization could
be observed as a threat towards identity. Also, we argue that there is a conflict
between the global and the local. Concentrating on Giddens’ definition of glo-
balization as a process in which events taking place afar shape the local ones,
we discuss whether the national (local) representation of women is in opposi-
tion to the global one.

We have conducted content analysis of women’s magazines available in
Serbia, both magazines published as a franchise of foreign/international ones
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(published mostly in English) and few national magazines. The use of content
analysis should provide an answer how media, as one of the foundations of
globalization, represent women in Serbia. There are several researching
questions to be answered. First, could we speak of intertwining of Serbian and
global culture or are we dealing with the typical westernization, in terms of
imposing western cultures’ values, patterns of behaviour and lifestyle to
women in Serbia? Second, do national (local) media in representation of
women combine global images with specific national differences?

The basic assumption is that the representation of woman in Serbian wom-
en's magazines depicts an image of the 'western woman’ and that magazines
play an important role in the formation of gender identity, representing
women through several socially acceptable roles.

According to Samuel Moyn there is a connection between the creation, in
the 70’s, of the paradigm of human right as we know it today i.e. a set of inter-
national agreements, institutions and NGO movement which protects the in-
dividual against the State and the change in Holocaust commemoration at
that time from a crime against a nation to remembrance of individual stories
of survival and death.

Before the 70’s Human rights were a state-building tool, and in the 40’s hu-
man rights developed in the as part of the greater vision of social transforma-
tion to national welfarism. In the 70s, when this vision collapsed or was aban-
doned in favor of neo-liberalism, as well as the conceived “failure” of the an-
ti-colonial movement, human rights came under the humanitarian paradigm
“Human rights were minimal, individual and fundamentally moral; not max-
imal, collective and potentially bloody” and commemoration became what
Didier Fassin calls “the condition of victimhood”.

These paradigms of Human rights and Holocaust commemoration have be-
come in the 90‘s the hegemonic model of commemoration for any conflict
such as the Yugoslav wars, Armenia and Rwanda (Rebecca Jinks, Michael
Rothberg). Through the interviews done in the projects Naming IT War and
Testimony — Truth or Politic, the article will show how these global para-

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digms influence the way testimony is given and used in the commemoration
of the Yugoslav wars by detaching concepts of truth, dignity, victim and war
crimes from the politics that created them.

- THE CONSTANT OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT

It is not easy to say whether and to what extent society and social events
are of rational or irrational nature. While the rational image of social events
comes from the narcissistic need of a man, the irrational one is placed in the
unconscious of the individual and group self. One can say that the source of
misunderstanding is the always present powerful gap between the nature and
culture, public and private which rely on the life instincts. Social laws neces-
sarily deprive us of nature and pleasure in the name of solidarity which is the
essence of the norm, which enables the existence of the community and the
individual. For the pressure upon the subjects, public law takes energy’ from
the very pleasure it is deprived of by the superego, acting as an instance of
prohibition. Split subject and the other one (in him) can hardly keep an illu-
sion of the man as a being in command of mind, who controls his behaviour in
a way that makes misunderstanding of his own volition.

If globalization as an intricate feature of multinational stadium of capital-
ism is connected with postmodernism, whose crucial properties are seen by
Jean-Francois Lyotard as an enmity towards totalitarianism, historicism pro-
motion, eclecticism and an end to great stories, one may think that the conse-
quences caused by globalization in the area of misunderstanding will be less-
ened. Perhaps the domination of one cultural paradigm, of the ’dominant’
that Derrida calls "the New International’ which like the old one reduces sov-
ereignty, can reduce political dispute and misunderstandings. Having in mind
that the social’, however significant for the individual’s behaviour, is also re-
flected in the unconscious, the final outcome is not easy to be predicted.
Group self of some nation will, independently of its reduced sovereignty, have
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asignificant impact on all the forms of behaviour including pathological ones.
As one centre ceased to exist and is replaced by several ones as a consequence
of the new global form of sovereignty, there is a feeling among all national
cultures that the things happen somewhere else and that they are of marginal
importance. This can lead to serious damage of group self because the imagi-
nary centre, the object of their *desire’, is not where they are. Global culture,
which is irrecoverably decentralized and disintegrated, with the same laws,
market and rules of behaviour, will manifest in a way which will strive to-
wards autonomy and freedom.

Today Russian society is marked by two diverse trends. On the one hand,
there are different forms of government intervention into the private lives of
people. On the other hand, there is an obvious ‘degovernmentalization’, i.e.
the reduction of state’s support and impact in the social sphere, which gives
rise to various non-political voluntary actions and non-governmental struc-
tures to compensate the indifference of the state. Moreover, there are evident
globalizing trends that make the world ‘smaller’ and generate a sense of glob-
al citizenship especially among the youth. Thus, there is an obvious demand
for identifying different frameworks for the empirical study of patriotism.
The first ‘dimension’ of the sociological study of patriotism is ‘patriotic mood’
- a set of stable cognitive, affective and behavioural value orientations. The
second ‘dimension’ consists of sociological evaluation of different compo-
nents of the youth social well-being associated primarily with the estimates of
the macro-context of life in the country. The third ‘dimension’ implies ‘meas-
urement’ of stable stereotypes of the neighbouring and other countries in the
wide geopolitical context. The fourth ‘dimension’ is quite new for it is a result

country. Russia’s political leaders connect food trade and food security in
general to national security, therefore, the ‘food insecurity’ is to a great ex-
tent manufactured for political reasons such as to use fears about food insecu-
rity to bolster national security or nationalism.

RELIGION AND GLOBALIZATION:
(SERBIAN) SACRED SITES OF PILGRIMAGE
BETWEEN INTERRELIGIOUS ENCOUNTER AND CONFLICT

In the introductory part of the paper, we discuss some of the key aspects
that stand out in the sociological and political study of religion at the begin-
ning of the 21st century. Those are: globalization, identity antagonism and vi-
olence in the name of religion. Then, we deal with sacred sites of pilgrimage,
which have always created the possibility of encounters between people and
religions, but were also the scene of major conlflicts (e.g. Jerusalem). In the
second part, we write about the extraordinary cultural heritage of Serbia, as
confirmed by UNESCO’s list of world heritage sites, which include the follow-
ing monasteries: Studenica, Sopoc¢ani, DeCani, Gracanica, Bogorodica Ljevis-
ka, and the Patriarchate of Peé. These shrines can be places of interfaith en-
counters but also of conflicts. Nowadays, the spiritual, historical and cultural
heritage of Serbian people in Kosovo and Metohija is a risk of recapturing.
One of the conclusions of the paper is that political circumstances and their
relevant reversals stand behind interfaith conflicts and determine their out-
come.

PEOPLE, NATION, AND INTER-ETHNIC RELATIONS - BETWEEN
THE QUANTITATIVE AND QUALITATIVE APPROACH

In this paper, we will present the results we have obtained in a qualitative
study conducted on the territory of the city of Belgrade. Regarding the survey
as the starting point, which has been conducted in Serbia for decades for the
purpose of the sociological study of social structure (under the direction of
Prof. Mladen Lazi¢), we designed a series of questions which allowed the
methodological triangulation of the approach to valuing orientation. Part of
the above mentioned and our own research refer to understanding the issue
about ethnic (national) relations. In particular, in our study we compared the
quantitative approach with the results obtained by way of qualitative meth-
odology. Thus, a series of statements emerge as the beginning and a basis of
our qualitative approach. The results show the diversity and ambiguity in un-
derstanding those statements, or interpretations of the role of ethnicity and
nation in the social life.

(POST)CONFLICT RESTITUTION OF PROPERTY RIGHTS
ON REAL ESTATE OF FORCIBLY DISPLACED PERSONS FROM
KOSOVO AND METOHIA — SITUATION AND PROSPECTS

The author tries to elucidate some of numerous issues about “post-con-
flict” restitution of property rights on real estates, in particular those intend-
ed for housing (apartments and houses) in Kosovo and Metohija, after the ter-
mination of the unlawful NATO aggression and establishment of the United
Nations Administration (UNMIK). In the period from June to December 1999,
over 27 000 housing units were usurped, nearly 18000 houses were destroyed,
over 1000 000 cadastral units of arable land, or 38.83% of the all cadastral par-
cels in Kosovo and Metohija were occupied. The author analyzes the causes
that led to this usurpation, then adequacy and effectiveness of the UNMIK
mechanism, which was established in order to solve the aforementioned
problems, and finally the results of the research . Furthermore, the author,
on the basis of examined and obtained information, tries to indicate the spe-
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cific quasi-framework for regulating property relations to real estates and its
negative impact on the continuous threat of the ownership rights of the per-
sons of Serbian nationality and especially of forcibly displaced persons from
Kosovo and Metohija. The analysis of results on the restitution of property
rights on real estates of forcibly displaced persons from Kosovo and Metohija,
obtained by the quasi-judicial mechanisms of UNMIK, i.e. the “Housing and
Property Directorate” (“HPD”), the “Housing and property claims commis-
sion” (“HPCC”), and the “Kosovo Property Agency” (“KPA”), indicates a fail-
ure to protect one of the fundamental human rights - the right to peaceful en-
joyment of property. The paper also analyses activities of the Albanian
self-proclaimed authorities in Kosovo and Metohija and it concludes that
their systematic intervention in the sphere of property rights on real estates
might have permanently negative consequences in relation to the rights of
forcibly displaced persons from Kosovo and Metohija.

ISLAMOPHOBIA IN THE SHADOW OF GLOBALISM:
CAUSES AND CONSEQUENCES

The study deals with manifestations of Islamophobia as a consequence of
terrorist actions performed by the political Islamic organizations. It is only
natural that such study has to give explanation of historical roots of terrorist
organizations in Islamic world, from the state of assassin in the 10th century
to the 20th and 21st century, i.e. Al Qaeda and DAESH. Beside historical train
of events, the study needs to reveal the causes of this phenomenon and its ob-
jective and subjective causes. Objective causes mainly come from the outside,
for example provoking religious feelings by insulting sacred things. It should
be followed by consideration of pressure, persecution, torture, organized cor-
ruption support, supporting national enemies and spreading of animosity di-
rected towards national leaders and attempts to isolate them, organizing a
putsch against patriotic governments, causing chaos among people, particu-

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larly homogeneous nations, occupation of states and tyranny of people. All of
this causes fury, dissatisfaction and hatred making it convenient for terror-
ism, which makes its tracking more difficult to follow.

Subjective causes are characteristics of Islamic political organizations, par-
ticularly Salafism which advocates for Islamic Shariah from the standpoint of
firm tradition that literally follows religious text without taking into account
a dynamic reality of human community life. The Prophet lived 63 years and
preached the new faith in his forties, which means that he was announcing for
23 years. During the very mission, a number of changes took place in Mo-
hamed’s life. For example, there was an issue on consuming wine as a possibil-
ity of using it for making for life, but some years later, the ayahs were amend-
ed so that the ones in drunken state were forbidden to pray. The latest supple-
ment concerning wine suggested that one should avoid drinking wine as abad
act behind which Satan stands. Hence, during 23 years of the mission there
had been three supplements, therefore, one can imagine how many of them
there might have been during the last 15 centuries. The same can be applied
to the strict laws of Shariah in regard to money lending, physical punishment,
definition of jihad, food, consuming camel’s urine and so on.

This study is focused on objective and subjective causes which gave foun-
dations to the terrorist actions of the radical Islamists, with observation of
the increased actions and terrorist attacks of political Islam as a response and
caused Islamophobia.

MICHELS’S “IRON LAW OF OLIGARCHY” AND CONFLICTS

GLOBALIZATION AND GEOPOLITICAL
CHANGE IN THE NEW MILLENNIUM

The world is becoming a ,,smaller* place because of interaction between
people becoming greater, whether in real or virtual sense. Globalization has
both negative and positive influence, but it certainly brings significant chang-
es and transformation of societies, and as dominant phenomenon pervades
and characterizes all social aspects. The beginning of the new millennium has
been marked by tumultuous global events. The process of globalization began
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in the previous century created the planet as a global village with enormous
power of the media, global insecurity, the rise of terrorism, local wars, migra-
tion crisis, erasing the boundaries between war and peace. The negative con-
sequence of globalization is reflected both in the neglect and decay of local
culture and identity, as well as in security risks due to porosity of borders. The
most dangerous cultural conflicts are those along the inappropriate borders
between civilizations, and the societies divided by civilizations are disinte-
grated through local wars. The neoliberal’s economic dogma which is im-
posed and speeded in its raw form also in the ex-communist countries — has
proved as unsustainable, putting at risk the global economic system. Geopo-
litical changes become visible. The bipolar world, which was during the last
decade of the twentieth century turned into a unipolarity, with the one global
superpower, already in the first decade of the new XXI century gradually took
shape of a multi-polar. There is creating a multipolarity world with several
economic, military and political power centres. Former undisputed hegemo-
ny of the West is distorted due to the economic and military strengthening of
the East and to the dissatisfaction caused by centuries of arrogance and ex-
ploitation of others by Western countries. A new form of geopolitical confron-
tation is reflected in the ,,hybrid warfare* - in the media, geo-economic and
cultural fields.

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SERBIAN CULTURE VERSUS ALBANIAN CULTURE
IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE 19TH AND THE BEGINNING
OF THE 20TH CENTURY: TRADITIONS, MYTHS, CUSTOMS

The text contains reflections on the matter of various foundations of so-
cio-cultural systems, in which Serbs and Albanians used to function in the
crucial historical moment, and for the whole Balkans, those were the decades
linking the 19th and 20th centuries.
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Asfaras Serbsinthat age were concerned, more and more emphasizing of
their pursuit to rebuild their influences in the so-called Old Serbia which had
been seized by the Ottoman Turkey for centuries, then the national and
Church Slavic legacy of the late Middle Ages, where the Empire of Nemanjiéi
became a political force (hegemony on the Balkan Peninsula) and Serbian
high culture which spreading to the whole Balkans reached the state of boom,
were of crucial importance. In the history of the medieval state, Serbs, whose
identity was formed by the myth of Kosovo, including the prophecy of the re-
vival of Serbia and making the Serbian "holy land” (which is Kosovo together
with the rest of so-called Old Serbia) its integral part again, founded heroic
models of strength and bravery (tsar Stefan Dugan) as well as holiness (Sava
and Lazar), which stimulated them to fight against all political and military
adversities. The essence of being a Serb in a fundamentally hostile and ethi-
cally foreign surrounding, where the Serbian community from outside the
sovereign Kingdom — ruled consecutively by the Obrenovi¢ and Karadordevi¢
dynasties — existed, manifested itself in fostering their national customs, es-
pecially vivid in the environment separated from the Serbian mother country
(historically Serbian lands being under the Ottoman’s rule), and also in un-
derlining strong relationships with the Orthodox church.

Albanians, unlike Serbs and other Balkan neighbours, while shaping their
national identity in the second half of the 19th and at the beginning of the
20th century on account of religious diversity, did not ground it on the iden-
tification with any of the religions, but they took the community of the lan-
guage and the belief that originated from the ancient tribes of Illyrians, who
were present in the Balkans long before the Slavs, as its foundations. Mythol-
ogisation of their own ethnogenesis, emphasising the binding role of the lan-
guage and building a pantheon of heroes in the form of outstanding, usually
triumphant leaders, two of whom (Skanderbeg, Leké Dukagjini) were also
considered the founders of the Albanian common law, caused the Albanian
cultural system generally not to fit in the system of Serbian culture, which
was shaped on the basis of a slightly different model, despite numerous com-
mon points which can be found in both, the Albanian and Serbian/south Slav-
ic neighbours’ customs.

The situation described must have exerted some influence on the fact that
Serbs and Albanians did not become close to one another on the cultural
grounds in the crucial moment for the history of the Balkan nations and
states’ age, which the 19th and 20th centuries undeniably were. It did not hap-
pen, although there were some trials of animating mutual cultural interests
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undertaken by a few outstanding individuals coming from both, the Serbs as
well as the Albanians.

From a dialectic logic point of view, the opposed members of dichotomy
would be global vs. local. If we would introduce a middle member, transform-
ing this dichotomy into a classification, it could be called “glocal” or “locbal”
(regarding which element is more present). Roland Robertson has introduced
the term glocalization into the sociology in order to identify “simultaneous-
ness, co-presence of both: universal and local tendencies” (1997).

In our paper, we argue about the thesis that in reality the dichotomy global
vs. local has been completely surpassed. There is no local event (except for
e.g. some tribes living far away from civilization, and the issue is if even they
can be excluded completely) that is not under the influence of a global con-
text, even small and partial; there are less and less local events that cannot be
connected, even remotely, with global events, global social processes and
changes. In that sense, we indicate that the other member of the dichotomy -
“local” is about to disappear and that it is justified to replace it with “glocal”
(i.e. locbal, with already explained argument in favor of creation of the new
neologism). However, unlike the dichotomy global vs. glocal where the con-
flict exists between something that is universal (global) and something where
more or less elements of special are present (glocal), often caused by the need
of preserving identifiable particularity, in the relation glocal and locbal there
is no conflict, but the measure of things, permeation, transformation from
one category to another, depending on the quantity of presence of the one of
the tendencies.

GLOBALIZATION
OR “COLONIALISM BY OTHER MEANS”

Today, apologets and their followers consider globalization as a modern
age and logic of economic processes which promise “life, freedom and pursuit
of happiness”, whose benefits can be found in the countries with “old wealth”
of the West that is expressed in the rise of global plutocrats and deceitfulness
of people who support that system in which the position of capital (inclined to
global expansion and exploitation) incomparably strengthens, without insti-
tutional interest for raising the issue of work and migrations, which are obvi-
ously deep behind the struggle for market, behind contrasts of colonizers and
the colonized ones, where the second ones work as blue collar workers and
prostitutes. The game is not new, but it is as old as the empire, “voluntary
slavery” and colonial agreements, false financial reports, blackmail, briber-
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ies, sex and murders, engineered elections, network of debts, belief in com-
munism and anarchy, essential evil, potential terrorists. The point in ques-
tion is transitional colonialism, which acts in public and openly, prophesies
altruism and wonderful humanitarian work, teaches wonders of micro-econ-
omy at the Faculties of Economics of Harvard University, in Chicago, Santia-
go, but also in Belgrade, Pristina... Illegal activities conducted by combining
physical seduction and verbal manipulation, and by statistical manipulations
that prove intentions of the analysts of global empire, are rare, because the
system is primarily legitimate. Subtlety of global empire, which is a weird
combination of spirit and money, and legal means and competitiveness,
where Silicon Valley is “temporary head-office of the Pentagon”, and the
symbol of globalization as well, particularly of the internet revolution, would
shame old colonizers, so that they would also seem paranoic today.

Therefore, the aim of this paper is to emphasize that we are no longer cli-
ents of globalization nor the concern of colonization by other means, we are
already its products.
