Part III – Importing, editing, and 
adding prompts in Windows Movie 

Maker. 

Go to your programs 
menu and select 

Windows Movie Maker 
2.6   



Import your video. 

Select import video. 



Select all the clips and drag them to 
your storyboard. 

I recommend switching to timeline 
view, but experiment with both to 

determine which you prefer. 



Now you can add your prompts, 
questions, etc… 

Select Edit Movie and begin 
experimenting with “make titles 

or credits”. 

I started by making a 
title at the beginning of 

the movie. 



When you have inserted all of your 
prompts finish the movie. 

Open the finish 
movie menu. 

Select, “Save to my 
computer.” 



Options for Saving 

Title your movie and 
decide where you 

want to save it. 

If you want to save to 
your computer and 

show, click next. 

If you want to save to a blog, 
website, or wiki choose the file 
size and continue.
