Freshman applicants must have completed 

the Texas Recommended High School 

Program, Distinguished Achievement 

Program or their equivalents during high 

school, and meet the test score require-

ments noted in the chart.

For first-time freshmen who do not meet 

the above requirements, the decisions will 

be made by the Admissions Committee 

through an individual review of all the 

admissions materials. The submission of 

an essay, résumé and letters of recom-

mendation are encouraged for those who 

will require a committee review. First-time 

freshmen who have graduated from an 

accredited out-of-state high school must 

be in the top 50 percent of their graduat-

ing class and meet the test score require-

ments in the chart.

Students with fewer 

than 30 transferable hours must also meet freshman 

admissions requirements. 

Please Note: 

•	 When calculating cumulative GPA for transfer 

students, all college-level courses considered trans-

ferable to the university are used in the calculation to 

determine eligibility for admission. This includes all 

repeated courses. 

•	 UTSA will accept up to 66 hours of transfer credit from 

an accredited two-year community or junior college. 

There is no limit to the number of acceptable hours 

from another accredited four-year university.

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More than 70 percent of UTSA students receive some 

type of financial aid, so don’t let the thought of not 

being able to afford a quality education prevent you 

from applying. We invite you to thoroughly review 

the Financial Aid website to become familiar with the 

numerous opportunities, such as grants, loans, scholar-

ships and work study, that are available. There are also 

a number of special programs that can be of assis-

tance, including the Hazelwood Exemption, Education 

Aid Exemption and International Aid Programs.

In order to be considered for financial aid at UTSA, 

you are required to complete the Free Application for 

Federal Student Aid at fafsa.ed.gov. Please keep in mind 

that students are awarded on a first-come, first-served 

basis, subject to the availability of funds, academic 

performance and demonstrated financial need. Students 

must be admitted to the university in order to be 

awarded financial aid. We strongly encourage you to 

submit your FAFSA before March 15.

Students with the greatest financial need are often the 

least likely to receive it because of a gap in communi-

cation about financial aid resources. With that in mind, 

we have developed a Financial Aid Outreach program 

in which financial aid representatives work directly with 

students and parents to educate them on the afford-

ability of UTSA. Topics and services include financial 

aid overviews and workshops on how to complete 

the FAFSA. Visit the Outreach link on our website for 

a calendar of events in your area. Presentations are 

offered in English and Spanish.

Key Terms
FAFSA: Free Application for Federal Student Aid. 

This is required for most types of financial aid.

Grants: Funds that do not have to be repaid.

Work Study: An employment opportunity, usually on 

campus, for students who qualify based on their FAFSA.

Loans: Funds that must be repaid with interest. A variety 

of student and parent loans are available on the UTSA 

Financial Aid website.

UTSAccess: A program offered to first-time UTSA 

freshmen who have graduated from high school in 

2011, apply and are admitted to UTSA by March 15, 

are Texas residents, and whose family adjusted gross 

income and wage earnings are $30,000 or less and 

whose assets are less than $50,000. UTSAccess 

provides grants and/or scholarships to cover tuition  

and mandatory fees for four years.

There are many scholarships available on the  

Scholarships website that can help you pay for tuition. 

Although it might take a little research to find which  

one might benefit you the most, it’s worth taking the time 

to do so. The General Scholarship Application,  

a single form used for over 50 scholarships, is available 

at applytexas.org. We also recommend that you 

complete the FAFSA to demonstrate need, which is a 

prerequisite for most scholarships. Students must be 

admitted to UTSA in order to be awarded scholarships.

Common Scholarship Criteria:
•	 Academics only—GPA, SAT or ACT scores, ranking 

in high school

•	 Need-based and academics—you must complete the 

FAFSA to determine need

•	 Special eligibility requirements—major, residence and 

high school

•	 A combination of any of the above

Orientation—or Roadrunner Roundup as we like to 

call it—is mandatory for first-time freshmen and all new 

students with less than 30 college hours earned after 

high school graduation. It is a great opportunity to take 

a detailed tour of the campus and meet professors, 

current students and new Roadrunners like you who 

have the same questions and excitement about their  

first semester at UTSA. Orientation gives you a chance 

to get acquainted and comfortable with your new 

“home away from home.” The final day of orientation 

is dedicated to advising and registering for your first 

semester of classes.

They can join you at orientation by signing up for  

Rowdy Ties, a program to introduce families to the  

UTSA community.

Roadrunner Roundup is also a preview for living on  

campus because you have the option to stay in 

Chaparral Village. By the first day of classes, you will 

already know where to meet for class, grab lunch and 

study with just the right amount of distractions. Once 

you have these basics down, attend Roadrunner Camp 

to learn even more about UTSA’s spirit and traditions.
