We will then share your blog
with the class each semester. The purpose of blogging in art is to meet
all National Art Content Standards as well as have a common place to
showcase your work and discuss your art.

Netiquette: When blogging either on your own blog or commenting on
others, make sure to use appropriate netiquette. Remember you are a
part of online community of learners. The students you are
collaborating with are real, and therefore, you must remember to
interact with them in a respectful manner. Posted material should be
appropriate and for all age levels to read. Please write clearly and avoid
"text" language as well. For safety purposes please do not post personal
information about where you live and or what you are doing, keep it
basic.

o Add a photo - either of you or something relating to you
such as a graphic or word cloud.
o Add a biography about you as an artist - keep it simple not
too much personal information.
