Rather, they are reflections of different beliefs or characteristics of God in the Jewish tradition.  You will find 
certain “names” meaningful and others very far from what you believe about God.  No matter what your reaction 
is to an individual name, the important concept to understand is that ALL language about God in our tradition is 
METAPHOR, representative language of different understandings of God in Judaism.  We can only describe God 
in language that we can understand because God is not a tangible, physical being.  Explore the names and 
discover some of what you believe about God through our God metaphors.
