« Neurons carry nerve impulses throughout
the body

« Neurons are classified by the direction
that they carry a nerve impulse

= Sensory Neurons send a nerve
impulse from the sensory organs to
the spinal cord and brain

= Motor Neurons carry a nerve
impulse from the brain and spinal
cord to muscles and organs

= Interneurons link sensory nerves
and motor nerves

= Circuits take information from the
external or internal environment,
carry it to the brain then send it to
the area of response (muscles, heart
etc.)
