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2. Active transport

There are 2 situations that require active transport

A. The movement of materials against the concentration
gradient

In other words from a low concentration to a high
concentration
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B. Active transport is also needed to move large
materials in and out of the cell

If the particle is a liquid droplet its called pinocytosis
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
