EVERNOTE SCANNABLE

* Free app by Evernote.

* No need to “click” to capture images.

¢ Automatically recognizes boundaries of
symmetrical document; crops and captures
image. (Does not work well for long, narrow, or
irregularly-shaped newspaper articles.)

* Easily handles multi-page documents. (Think:
book title page for citation + page with ancestor)

* Name and save as JPG (to your camera roll) or
PDF, send via text or email, and/or Sync to
iCloud.

* Does not retain the image unless you save it
somewhere.

* Create and share lists. (Helps counter BSO*
distractions.)

* Keep conference syllabi/research reference
materials with you, searchable.
