HOW TO USE 
 Download a copy to your desktop and drag it to your Bookmark Bar 
 Click on Blue Titles on page  1 to access some general free sites 
 = Mostly Free    = Has Free with other $ Sites

The latest record search tools searches directly from an ancestors Detail Page. 
 

I - Go to “Person’s Detail Page” – Under “Research Help” Select   
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1-Select “Search Records” 

2-Select “Records” Tab 
  Rates results by strength 

3-Click on Name to view results 

4-View Image-verify accuracy 

5-Refine search to narrow or to 
locate additional records 

6-Filtering can help narrow 
your search 

7-Search after refining info

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Search Results Using Collections Tab 
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II – FS Records Search  
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Summary by Collections 
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1- Records is one of the 5 major options for 
sources for ancestor’s information. 

2-Collections Tab narrows search to 5 top 
results in each Collection. 

3-Show “All” if looking for item not shown 

4-Check boxes of records you wish to view 

4a-Select to see results 

5-Additional valuable collections may be 
searched separately or manually

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FamilySearch Record Search  
Why Search Beyond “DIRECT SEARCH” From Ancestor’s Detail Page?  

 Additional Databases can be searched such as: IGI Patron Submitted (332M records) 
 Billions of original images which are not indexed can be browsed like films.  
 Many records are overlooked when broad search are made.  Narrowing the search to 

a specific database is more thorough.  (Ex. 434M Utah, State Archive Records, 1848-2001) 
 

1-Search Records  
  >Genealogies-Ancestral File and

  > Catalog-LDS FH Library resources 
  > Books-Seven Major FH Libraries 
  > Wiki-Resources with FH Links 

2- Wild Cards  
“?”Replaces one letter or none          
“*”replaces everything after 

3-Restricts to Location or Type 

4-Add live event  
    Use general place and spread 
    Date. If you know a record with 
    An exact place enter & check box 
    “Any” is useful also 

5-Relationship – using first names 
   only can simplify search.  
   Parents only can find children 
   Other Person-anyone on record  

6-Search- Reset clears all to avoid 
    a bad search 

7-Allows search for a specific 
    Collection like “Utah Death Cer” 
    OR-Search for un-indexed films 
    Which may be searched and 
    Image saved to Source Box,  
    Printed or saved to computer. 

8-Billions of record, indexed or 
    images to browse at local levels  
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
