This hrepp (district) is shown in Kjésarsysla rather than Gullbringusysla on the Icelandic

Map in the FHL INTL Map Case (FHL 949.12 E7i 1974), and in BEJATAL, 18.

However, Seltjarnaneshr. is within Gullbringusysla in the FHLC and in Jonasson,
Tracing, 45. Seltjarnaneshr. is shown in Gullbringsysla.
