These countries have strict privacy laws and may not give information about people up to
today.

e Finland is very strict, but with help from the National Archives of Finland it is possible to
find you ancestors even up to the 1950s. https://arkisto.fi/en/frontpage

e Norway includes records in 1920 census and some marriages up to 1950. Subscribe to
membership in https://www.slektogdata.no and you may search records from databases,
archive, farm books, burial database and much more.
