Haradsratter The haradsratt was the first level of court for civil and criminal cases from

medieval times up to 1970 when it was replaced by the tingsratter. The area
the jurisdiction covered was called a tingslag. The courts head was the
hdradshovding, who could also be over a domsaga (multiple hédrads.) The
haradsratten included twelve men called ndimndemaén, or tolvman. The
haradsratt was also responsible to oversee taxation.
