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New Growth for the College 

During the first half of Conan Mathews' deanship, 1959-63, the College's 

cumulative yearly enrollments (excluding summer terms) had T~sen but 

.slightly, 677 to 721, or about. 6· _per cent. During the same years the 

University enrollment total ro~e from 11,427 to 14,153 or 24 per cent. 

During the second half, however, the College rolls soared to ~,796, a 

gain of 149 per c~nt, while the University total rose to 22,470., a ga±n 

of 59 per cent. The sharpest increase foi the College came in 1963-64 ·
