Strategic Health Support Program for Iraqi Refugees 
Residing in Jordan

 Provision of primary, 
secondary, pharmaceuticals, 
and psychosocial health care 
services
– Home outreach program providing 

basic health services and referrals 
to Iraqi refugee families in 
Amman, Irbid and Zarqa

– 40,000 health care visits to 
partner clinics

– Pharmaceuticals provided for 70% 
of vulnerable patients

Community-Based Support Program for Iraqi Refugees 
Residing in Jordan

• Vocational Training
• Day Care Centers
• Home Production
• Healthy Lifestyles

Target: 600 men to be trained in Automotive, 
Computer Software and Hardware, Plumbing, 
Electrical Installation, Recycling, Gardening, 
Catering, Construction. 



136 Iraqi men trained 
and another 200 
signed up for the 
next session



155 children attend 
and 15 mothers 
work in 13 Day 
Care Centers in 
Amman, Irbid, Salt 
and Zarqa.
