2. Member States shall ensure that any user who has suffered material or non-material
damage as a result of an infringement of this Directive has the right to receive
compensation from the infringer for the damage suffered, unless the infringer proves that
it is not in any way responsible for the event giving rise to the damage.’® Any predetermined
financial penalties payable to the user under paragraph 1 shall be deducted from the
compensation.
