Nevertheless, even in 1 960 we saw people who were able to fly
this mammoth bird in a fantastic manner with an ancient 1 -channel
tube radio and a Rotomatic. Today, this fantastic machine, with a
Merco 61 and an Engel Multiplex 3x4 1 2-channel radio, can per-
form virtual ly any pertinent task. May it be advertizing fl ights in the
form of banner tow or leaflet dropping - or parachute dropping,
model gl ider tow, aerial pictures (the latter are subject to approval!),
etc.RADAR­MASTER, a model of superlatives! I ts possible uses are only
partial ly apparent from this description. They may be extended
nearly at wil l . For instance, this machine - among other things due
to its exceptional safe fl ight characteristics, its stabil ity, and its spa-
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ciousness - provided pioneering service in the field of testing and
development in model airplane building. Who prefers "safety first",
and wants a maximum number of flying hours with take-offs and
landings which satisfy the model pi lot's eye, wil l never want to miss it
again!
