LINC/CLIC (English/French) is Language Instruction for
Newcomers to Canada funded by Citizenship and Immigration
Canada. There is a variety of full-time and part-time English and
French as a second language programs offered by community
agencies, school boards, community colleges and private
language schools. On-site childcare is provided at many
locations.

About LARC :

The YMCA-YWCA Language Assessment and Referral Centre
(LARC) is a centralized screening, assessment, and referral
centre for all LINC/CLIC, ELT/CLNA and OSLT/FLAP language
programs in Ottawa.

At the Centre, certified Assessors administer the standardized
Canadian Language Benchmarks Assessment (CLBA), the
Canadian Language Benchmarks Placement Test (CLBPT), the
Canadian Language Benchmark Literacy Assessment (CLBLA),
The Enhanced Language Training Proficiency Assessment
