Community Advisory Council
North Etobicoke LIP is creating a Community Advisory Council in partnership with Action for Neighbourhood Change-
Rexdale and Rexdale Neighbourhood Action Partnership,
e To provide the Partnership Council with feedback and information on strategies, approaches and ongoing
community needs
e To provide community residents with a voice in decisions that affect them and their quality of life, how services are
delivered with respect to settlement and have more meaningful involvement in building a more welcoming
community in North Etobicoke
e To provide a means of mutual support for other members, which extends to recent immigrants
e To allow residents to be informed and to provide space for discussion about strategies for improvement

LIP staff are currently recruiting the community members to sit on the Council and will be holding a Town Hall meeting to
launch the Community Advisory Council.

Employer Engagement

North Etobicoke LIP is planning to hold a meet and greet with employers and employment service providers to
provide immigrants settlement and employment organizations and service providers with a clearer and better
understanding of the labour demands, needs, challenges and expectations of employers in North Etobicoke.

LIP is networking with Toronto Employment and Social Services, Economic Development and Culture Division and the
Business Improvement Area to bring resources to employers so that they can be aware of the various programs, services
available to support the hiring, integration, training and retention of skilled immigrants, etc.

LIP Website

Information sharing is identified as one of the key steps of multi-sectoral coordination. Many partners are involved in our
local LIP but not all can attend meetings, events or workgroup sessions to access the depth of information produced. The
reports and files are sometimes too large to transfer via email. Having a website will be instrumental in keeping
shareholders abreast with the LIP process in our locality.

LIP staff are working with website developer to finalize the content and graphic design. A section for Community Events
will be introduced to all the partners, to provide a platform to share information on workshops, programs, community
forums and other activities in North Etobicoke.
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
