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France cedes Cézembre
In an absolutely unprecedented and unforeseen move, the

Ministry of Europe and Foreign Affairs has sent a notice of
recognition of the island of Cézembre (Saint-Malo, France) and
several neighbouring islettes as an integral part of the Kingdom
of Talossa, and the French Republic, thus, has decided to cede
the aforementioned territories to el Regipäts Talossán.
