The notecard
may not include any doors or windows (fold out extensions or paper add-ons) and if it is larger
than 3xs inches, it will be cut down at the proctor’s discretion. No other supplies will be
allowed.

Expropation & GOLONIZATION

Exploration was the period when Europeans were looking for “new lands” to get natural
resources and find new places to trade. Once suitable places were found, they started the
process of colonization. European countries were in a race to claim this land, with Portugal in
lead (since their access to the Mediterranean was limited). The three major powers
(Spain/Portugal, France, and Britain) had wildly different methods of colonization.
