1. He was a political cartoonist who attempted to expose the corruption in politics through his art.

2. He was the author of How the Other Half Lives, a photo essay describing the poor living conditions in tenements
and slums in New York City.

3. She was a muckraking journalist and the author of A History of the Standard Oil Company, a book which exposed
the illegal practices of the Standard Oil Trust.

4. She was the founder of Hull House, a settlement house for the poor in Chicago.
