2nd Declension Masculine Nouns 

 

Vocabulary: Gender 
 

   
Like English, Latin distinguishes three genders: 
masculine, feminine, and neuter.  While Latin nouns 
indicating male beings are naturally masculine and those 
indicating female beings are feminine, the gender of most 
other nouns was a grammatical concept, meaning the gender 
was determined by the ending of the word. Since a noun’s 
gender is not dependent on its definition, gender must 
simply be memorized as a part of the vocabulary entry.
