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In this semester long course you will build on the understandings of the
creative process developed during Art 7. You will continue to learn the
creative process, problem solving skills through formation of work, and
critical thinking skills through artistic experimentation. You will explore
various two-dimensional and three-dimensional media including
drawing, design, painting, digital photography, and sculpture. You will
be exposed to a variety of artists, cultures and styles from various tfime
periods and conduct research to learn more about various artists and
types of art. You will reflect on your work through writing and assess your
work using the Studio Habits. At the end of each project several
students’ work will be chosen to be exhibited in the school and on our
school website. Those students will also receive a Most Creative Artist
Award certificate.
