Searching

Though the basic search box looks like Google, it works a bit differently!

Broader keywords (ex. colonies) are better than specific ones or phrases
(ex. tobacco growing in VA colony). You might need to try a lot of related
terms or the Advanced Search features (pictured below) to get what you

need.
