How do you know this is the
conflict?

§ e fting — Where and when does the story take place? Is the time period or are the dates relevant? Is the physical
geography of the setting significant? How and why?

Characters — Who are the central characters in the story? Are they round of flat? How much background
information are we given about them? What traits would you use to describe them? Describe the conflicts they

face.
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
