Conflict	 It	is	very	clear	with	whom	the

Narrative	
Style	and	
Language	

You	write	in	first	person	and	
use	the	style	of	the	character,	
his	or	her	word	choice,	and	
specific	details	about	the	
person	that	makes	it	sound	
realistic,	like	the	selected	
character	wrote	this	letter.		

The	first	person	style	sounds	
like	the	selected	character,	
but	a	couple	of	the	words	
are	out	of	sync	with	his	or	
her	personality	and	style	of	
speech.	It	sounds	realistic	

most	of	the	time.		

The	writing	does	not	
sound	like	the	selected	
character,	and	there	
are	4	or	more	places	
where	the	words	do	
not	fit	the	character’s	
style	of	speech	or	are	
not	in	first	person.
