Case is the form that a noun or a pronoun takes to show its relationship to other words ina
sentence. In English, there are three cases: nomninative, objective, and possessive.
NOMINATIVE CASE  That author is my favorite. He is my favorite, [subjects]
- OBJECTIVECASE | gave him a book with pictures. [objects]
POSSESSIVE CASE My sister likes that author’s books. [possessive pronoun and
possessive noun]
