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Box plots give you a visual representation of a set of data as well as a numerical 
summary of that data.  The “box” in a box plot has a line drawn through it to show the 
median.  The spaces between the different parts of a box pot show you the spread of 
the data distribution.  A box plots has a five point summary which includes the 
minimum value of the data, the maximum value of the data, median, lower quartile and 
upper quartile.  You can also find the range of the data set by subtracting the minimum 
data value from the maximum data value.
