Sight, Cite, Site

Sight means the “act of seeing” or “something that is seen.”
Cite means “to quote or refer to.” A site i1s a location or
position (include a website on the Internet).

The Alamo at night was a sight worth the trip. I was also
able to cite my visit to this historical site in my history paper.

To, Too, Two

To is the preposition that can mean “in the direction of.” Too
1s an adverb meaning “very or excessive.” Too is often used to
mean “also.”

Only two of Columbus’s first three ships returned to Spain
from the New World. Columbus was too restless to stay in
Spain for long.

Ware, Wear,
Where

Ware means “a product to be sold”; wear means “to have on
or to carry on one’s body”; where asks the question “in what
place or in what situation?”

Where can you buy the best cookware to take on a campout—
and the best rain gear to wear if it rains?
