Tell-Me-More Sentences Notes

*Tell-Me-More Sentences provide more information on
the evidence you include in your writing

*The purpose is to explain why or how your evidence
relates to your arguments

*Tell-Me-More Sentences help you prove the strength of
your argument by showing a clear connection between

the text and your ideas

*The Tell-Me-More Sentence comes right after your
evidence

*Going forward, you will always need to write
Tell-Me-More Sentences in your academic paragraphs
and essays

*Try to avoid using “This shows....” after every quote
because it is repetitive. You can usually avoid this by
starting the sentence with whatever came after “This
shows...”
Example: Thisshoews Atticus is a wise father
because he provides great advice to Scout when
she needs it most.

Scout is seen as the student who can
deliver that message on behalf of the class because she is
known for being outspoken.
