Weekend Word Problem: Sticker Competition 
  

The Situation: ​Megan and Tyler are collecting stickers to help their team win the 
quarter competition. They currently have forty-two stickers and have a plan to earn 
four stickers per day. 
If d = # of days of the sticker competition, the expression ​4d + 42​ will represent the 
total number of stickers they have depending on the day. 

1. If there are 5 days left in the sticker competition, Megan and Tyler can calculate 
their total number of stickers via substitution: 
4d + 42 
4(5) + 42 = 20 + 42 = 62 stickers 
  
Using the example above for guidance, how many total stickers will Megan and 
Tyler have if there are 7 days left in the competition?
