vocabulary: Ablative Case

The ablative case we sometimes call the adverbial case because
it was the case used by Romans when they wished to modify, or
Timit, the verb by such ideas as “by what,” “by whom,” “with
whom,” “how,” “where; from which,” or “when.” The Romans used
the ablative case sometimes with a preposition and sometimes
without one.

Ex. The jewels were stolen by the robber.
Flavia and Horatia walk away from the field.
My meeting in the morning was cancelled.
I ran with the team today.
The girl uttered her answers with anger.

N.B.

Most prepositions have objects in the Ablative Case. _
However, there are some prepositions that have objects in the
Accusative Case.
