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Mr. Hamd will come and ask you a series of questions. The questions will all be based on
questions we have had in class. The list of possible questions is below.

Mr. Hamd will likely use slightly different vocabulary than you are used to. This is intentional. It is
meant to simulate speaking to a native speaker who will not know what words you have learned
and what you do not know. For each question you should try to focus on key words and respond
with a complete sentence including as many details as possible

For this interview you will be assessed according to the following criteria

1. Was your answer comprehensible and directly related to the question?
2. Was you answer a complete sentence? Did it include some details?

You will answer 7 questions.
You will be awarded bonus points for circumlocution and you ability to make yourself
understood.

If you don't fully understand a particular question, you will need to say “l don't understand the
question. What does mean?” In this scenario you will receive partial credit for the
question.
