  The	
  primary	
  method	
  of	
  language	
  acquisi3on	
  is	
  
communica3on	
  in	
  the	
  target	
  language.	
  Therefore,	
  classes	
  
will	
  be	
  conducted	
  in	
  Arabic	
  with	
  few	
  excep3ons.	
  Students	
  
will	
  have	
  ample	
  3me	
  to	
  prac3ce,	
  make	
  mistakes,	
  and	
  
correct	
  their	
  errors.
