3. What is his family like?

Exercise 1: vocab from English to Arabic
Exercise 2: Reading a grocery list: you are studying abroad with a host family in Egypt.

Read the list, circle 5 fruits/vegetables you know,
and write their meanings in English.
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Exercise 2: Bill visits you in Egypt and you go to a restaurant. Using the menu below,
order two dishes for yourself and two dishes for Bill. Then, explain (in English) to Bill the
ingredients that are in each dish.

Exercise 3: The waiter is impressed with your Arabic and begins to ask you about your
favorite music. Explain to waiter who your favorite singer is, where they are famous,
what type of music they play, and your favorite song by that singer.

Exercise 4: You decide to visit Fatima in Morocco. She will meet you at the airport in
Casablanca. Fatima knows very little English, but your flight itinerary to Morocco is
written in English. Help her translate the below:

Time of departure- 9:30 am
Time of arrival- 10:45 pm
Reason for the visit: studying in Morocco

Exercise 5: While in Morocco, Fatima takes you to the market. You see a piece of art
you’d like to buy, but feel the price is too expensive. Fatima asks you if you need help
haggling, you decline and begin to haggle. Write a dialogue between you and the store
owner, showing that you know how to haggle from a high price to a low price.

Part 5: English language essay
