Part 1: Family, Friends, and School  
 
Exercise 1: Draw out your family tree. Include immediate family, grandparents, aunts 
and uncles. Exclude cousins. Include how each person is related to you.  
 
Exercise 2: One of your friends at school has a pen pal with a Tunisian high school 
student named Faisal. Help your friend translate the below into Arabic:  
 
Hi! My name is Bill. I don’t like school. I don’t like to study physics, math, chemistry, 
biology, and English. I want to study Arabic. I live near Washington DC near my school. 
I like going to the cinema and playing soccer. What do you like?  
 
Exercise 3: Faisal has responded! Read what he says below, and answer the questions 
below in English for Bill.

Exercise 1: Vocabulary from English to Arabic

Part 4: Airport, Places, Directions, the Market 
 
Exercise 1: Vocabulary from English to Arabic 
 
Exercise 2: Fatima, an exchange student from Morocco has come to stay with you in 
DC. You pick her up from the airport, and she asks how you take the metro from the 
airport to school. Give her directions using colors and cardinal directions.  
 
Exercise 3: Next, she asks about your commute from your house to school. Give Fatima 
directions from your house to school.  
 
Exercise 4: You decide to visit Fatima in Morocco. She will meet you at the airport in 
Casablanca. Fatima knows very little English, but your flight itinerary to Morocco is 
written in English. Help her translate the below:  
 
Time of departure- 9:30 am  
Time of arrival- 10:45 pm 
Reason for the visit: studying in Morocco 
 
Exercise 5: While in Morocco, Fatima takes you to the market. You see a piece of art 
you’d like to buy, but feel the price is too expensive. Fatima asks you if you need help 
haggling, you decline and begin to haggle. Write a dialogue between you and the store 
owner, showing that you know how to haggle from a high price to a low price.  
 



Part 5: English language essay  
Prompt: choose a moment in class where you learned about Arab culture through the 
language (i.e. something you learned ​in Arabic, ​either an Arabic word or phrase,​ ​that 
helped you understand more about the culture).
