A
one year fellowship is $180. Financial assistance is available.

Fellows who reveal interest in becoming teachers of writing
are invited to mentor within our program. Mentors receive
training in promising instructional strategies, coached
opportunities to implement what they are learning with
elementary writers, and compensation in the form of
tuition. This enables all mentors to attend their own Studio
sessions free of charge.

Teacher fellowships provide professionals the time, space,
and support necessary to their growth as writers and
learners. Those who join our community define a vision of
the writer and teacher they hope to be, assess their needs,
set goals, and reflect on their progress over time. Teachers
return to their classrooms prepared to use their growing
expertise in service to their students and colleagues.
Professional development credit may be granted to
teachers at the discretion of their school administrators. A
year-long fellowship in the WNY Young Writers’ Studio
provides teachers 40 hours of professional learning.
